The Partnership Agreement

Thilisi, Kyiv March 15,2021
The Institute for Development of Freedom of
Information, that is registered under the law of
Georgia, and represented by Giorgi Kldiashvili, the
Executive Director, who acts according to the statute,

and

The Center for Research on the Liberation
Movement, that is registered under the law of
Ukraine, and represented by Hanna Oliinyk, the
Director, who acts according to the statute,

hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

signed this Partnership Agreement (hereinafter
referred to as Agreement) on the following:

1. The subject of the Agreement involves the
cooperation between the Parties for elaboration and
implementation of joint activities, projects and
initiatives in relation to increase public awareness
about the history of the liberation movements in
Ukraine, and Georgia, and other European countries in
the 20% Century, and crimes committed by the
Communist and Nazi totalitarian regimes, and
overcoming of consequences of totalitarian rule, and
free access to archives of the former repressive bodies
of the Communist totalitarian regime of 1917 — 1991,
and also in the other spheres left to the Parties.

2. The Parties shall cooperate as agreed on the
principles of equality, legality, mutual assistance, and
also shall take into consideration the mutual interests
of each other, and rationality,

During the cooperation the Parties shall apply any
ways and methods that may be effective in their view
to achieve the aim of the Agreement, and are not
prohibited by the law of Georgia and Ukraine, or the
norms of international law. -

3. The Parties as agreed shall cooperate in the forms
including but not limited bellow:;

of totalitarian rule, restoration of the statehood of
Georgia and Ukraine in the 20" Century, and free
access to archives of the former repressive bodies of

the Communist totalitarian regime of 1917 — 1991 etc.;

f) joint implementation of the projects, including the
projects that shall be implemented in whole or in part
by the funds and tools of the Parties, and also any third

g) media coverage of the cooperation between the
Parties and the results of such cooperation, and also
coverage of such results on official websites of the
Parties, and other websites or social media and
networks, and in any other ways, that are not
prohibited by the law of Georgia and Ukraine, or the
norms of international law;

h) research and involvement into cooperation scholars,
and experts, and any other subjects and parties in
Georgia and Ukraine, and any other countries to
achieve the aim of the Agreement if needed;

i) any other activities that are not prohibited by the law
of Georgia and Ukraine, or the norms of international
law.

4. For the implementation of any individual projects
within this Agreement the Parties may also sign
supplementary or additional agreements, which when
signed by both Parties, shall become integral part of

In such supplementary or additional
agreements, the parties may set the course of actions
of each other, and the conditions of funding of such
individual projects or separated activities of the Parties
and the third parties withing such projects, and also the
conditions of the usage of the results of such projects
by the Parties.

5. The Parties shall as agreed ensure visibility of each
other, including logotypes and official names or the
brandname of the Parties on information and visual
materials etc., during the realization of joint activities.

If any Party of the Agreement shall apply for funding
to relevant funders, or international organizations, or
any governmental organizations from third countries
to implement any project or any other initiative that
was established or prepared with the inclusion of the
other Party of the Agreement, regardless of the level
of such inclusion, than such a Party shall mandatory
specify the other Party as the partner of such a project
or initiative, including any documents concerning the
implementation of the project or initiative, that may or
shall be given to the funders or organizations,
mentioned abave.

6. The Agreement is executed for a 1 (one)-year term
from the moment of its signing by both of the Parties.
Should any of the Parties of the Agreement were not
to receive the official letter on the end of partnership
from the other Party by post or by e-mail within one-
month period following the end of the term of this
Agreement, the Agreement would consider continued
on the same term and conditions.

7. Any and all amendments to the Agreement shall be
made in writing and signed by both Parties, otherwise
they are null and void.

8. Any and all disputes shall be settled by negotiations
of the Parties.

9. The Agreement shall enter into force from the
moment of its signing by both of the Parties. If the
Parties sign the Agreement on various dates, the later
date shall be considered the date of signing the
Agreement.
