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Foreword

On 5-6 December 2019, the Institute for Development of Freedom of Information (IDFI) with the
financial support of the Open Society Institute Budapest Foundations (0SI) held the 2nd International
Conference - Openness of State Archives and Memory Studies.

The conference was mainly focused on the issue of the openness of state archives in the former
Soviet and Eastern Bloc countries. The openness of state archives and accessibility of archival doc-
uments is an especially important issue in the countries that have experienced totalitarian past and
still deal with its problematic legacy on political and economic as well as social level. Researchers,
scholars, students and journalists deal with the negative legacy of secrecy and face different obsta-
cles while working in state archives of former totalitarian states. The open archives are primary facili-
tators of research aimed at rethinking of totalitarian past and state politics focused on the prevention
of the re-emergence of totalitarian ideologies and rehabilitation of victims of the repressive regime.
For this, since the day of its establishment in 2009, the Institute for Development of Freedom of In-
formation (IDFI) has been endeavoring to enhance the openness of state archives and the flexibility
of their policy and services for researchers in Georgia and beyond. The attendants of the conference
discussed the best and worst international practices in this direction.

The members of the Network of Open Archives participated in the conference. The network is
supported by the Open Society Foundation and covers 18 former Soviet and Eastern Bloc countries
- Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Hungary, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Lithuania,
Latvia, Moldova, Poland, Romania, Russia, Tajikistan, Ukraine, Uzbekistan and Georgia. Also, the ex-
perts of the field from different countries attended the conference. They talked about the progress
and challenges related to the accessibility of archives in their respective countries and shared their
experience with the auditorium.

Additionally, apart from the state archives, the conference was focused on memory politics re-
lated to the totalitarian past of the represented countries. Memory Studies is a new component in
IDFI's project, aimed at creating a common methodology for assessing the effectiveness of memory
politics in different countries and publishing articles about the memory studies related to the Soviet
past. This new component is important for attracting public interest toward the necessity to rethink
the totalitarian past and discuss the role of state archives in this process. Within the frame of the
conference, the participants discussed various approaches to memory politics in different countries,
challenges in this direction and the best international practices.

During the two days of the conference, many interesting topics were covered, the importance of
the openness of archives for the modern society together with the different memory instruments and
the necessity to study them in the region and beyond were discussed. The participants agreed on the
updated common methodology for assessing the openness of archives in different countries based on
which the joint report will be created.

For more detailed information about the conference and the topics covered by the participants,
IDFI publishes a collection of the brief theses submitted by the presenters. This collection includes
the short analysis of the issues discussed within the frame of the conference.

Governmental Archives

Archivo Historico de la Policia Nacional, Guatemala

In July of 2005, the Human Rights Ombudsman of Guatemala uncovered a secret trove of historical
and administrative documents belonging to the former National Police of Guatemala. This collection
relates to Guatemala’s period of internal armed conflict in which families, victims, and human rights
organizations identified the National Police as major violators of human rights. Archivo Historico de la
Policia Nacional is in the process of organizing and digitizing this massive collection, allowing citizens

free and open access to this previously secret history.

Sierra Leone Peace Museum, Sierra Leone

This museum holds the records of both the Special Court of Sierra Leone and the Truth and Rec-
onciliation Commission, both of which addressed the responsibilities and legacies of the decade-long
civil war. Intentionally, these archives are independent of the national government and exist as a
separate entity. In the long run, one goal of the records is to use the documentation provided to cre-
ate Sites of Conscience and memorials around the nation at sites of human rights abuses identified
in the records.

Archives of Protest

As protests and revolutions happen, citizens and NGOs take up the challenge of collecting in the
midst of rapidly changing events.

During the Maidan Revolution in Ukraine in 2014, a small group of cultural professionals begin
collecting archival materials, objects and oral histories on the Maidan, as the protests were hap-
pening. The result is the new Revolution of Dignity Museum. The museum is not yet built, but in an
information center located on the Maidan, where the revolution happened, temporary exhibits, pub-
lications and events make use of those archival materials to

The memorial-museum complex is intended to become a reputable innovative platform for af-
firming among the general public the values of civil society, based on the historical experience of the
struggle of Ukrainians for their rights, an open forum for discussions and spreading ideas of dignity,
independence, freedom, self-organization, promotion of activism, development of society and forma-
tion of responsibility for the future.

UMAM Documentation and Research, Lebanon

UMAM had already begun a citizen archive, collecting everything from hotel registers to mov-
ie studio records, as a way of documenting life in Beirut. The archive aligned with their mission,
“UMAM believes that dealing with Lebanon’s violent past is fundamental to eliminating the specter of
renewed conflict” How-
ever, as protests en-
gulfed the country this
past year, UMAM react-
ed rapidly, collecting all
sorts of archival mate-
rials: protest signs, au-
dio, and the like. They
made use of social me-
dia, using Facebook to

morial Democratic aims to defend the Catalan citizens’ “right to remember.” The institution works to
research, preserve, and publicize the history of the period 1931-1981, including the democratic struggle
against fascism during the Spanish civil war, Franco’s regime, the citizens’ fight for democracy against
the dictatorship, and the transition to democracy. They have used those archives to create Drawn
Memory, a new illustrated collection of stories. With these memories these wish to “recognize the
courage and effort of its protagonists and, at the same time, transmit these human values to present

and future generations so that they can know, reflect and learn.”

Colibri Center, United States

The Colibri Center Colibri began in 2006 as the Missing Migrant Project, a small volunteer initiative
inside the Pima County Arizona Office of the Medical Examiner designed to organize information about
people who were missing on the border in order to help identify the hundreds of individuals being
examined by the forensic scientists in that office. Today, their mission is to end the disappearance
and uphold human dignity along the U.S.-Mexico border. Their goals are to “bear witness to this unjust
loss of life, accompanying families in their search and holding space for families to build community,
share stories, and raise consciousness about this human rights crisis.” Their archives of both forensic
records and oral history and storytelling, highlight this American crisis and advocate for change.

Archives, when made accessible, have the power to bring communities together by exposing
shared histories as a starting place for understanding the present. Archives not only shine light on
historical truths, they also identify the players, creating opportunity for accountability and transpar-
ency that can lead to justice for the individuals and communities that have endured human rights
abuses.

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The Opening up of the Czechoslovak
Secret Service Archivess

During the long period of their existence, the Czechoslovak Communist security services kept
detailed records about their activity, specifically about fulfilling the totalitarian regime repressive
practice. These special character documents were set up based upon internal, relatively strictly de-
fined, bureaucratic and conspiratorial parameters - the aim of these documents was to provide the
fundamental power conditions for the totalitarian regime’s existence, which especially referred to
continuous repression, prevention (intimidation) and the need to gather necessary information.

The administrative documents issued due to the activities performed by individual Czecho-
slovak security services (National Security Corps, Corrections Corps, Border Guard and Guard of the
Interior, General Staff of the Czechoslovak People’s Army Intelligence Directorate) was continuously
archived in the respective special importance archive at the Ministry of the Interior and the Ministry
of National Defence. The agency-related operational agenda of intelligence and counterintelligence
State Security units, including the Military Counterintelligence, the Public Police (Vefejna bezpecnost,
hence the abbreviation VB) and of the Border Guard was stored in secret central or regional opera-
tional archives that were closely linked to the operational records, or this agenda was stored in the
operational archives themselves - i.e. among the individual directorates” records.

During the last days of its existence, which is to say in November and December 1989, the Com-
munist regime decided to destroy evidence about its rule, hush up the crimes it had committed, the
continuous breach of applicable national and international norms as well as the infringement of hu-
man rights. There were documents being destroyed, both in the centres of political power — within the
archives and registries of the bodies of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Czechoslo-
vakia and its organization departments, as well as within the operational archives and registries of the
Federal Ministry of the Interior’s departments which especially refers to the secret police of the State
Security, and files were also being destroyed within the organization units of the Federal Ministry of
National Defence, within the units and groups of the Czechoslovak People’s Army which especially
applies to special units of individual organizations and institutions as well as to other pillars of power.

For various reasons, the exponents of the Communist regime were unable to destroy all the com-
promising documents and archive materials. First and foremost, they didn’t have enough time, some-
times their own administrative norms hindered them in destroying the documents and there were
also occasions where some of the responsible functionaries resisted participating in this planned and
systematic destruction.

The Communist archive gradually became a problem which needed to be solved, this situation
was aggravated especially after the parliamentary elections in June 1990. Although in 1990 an agree-
ment was concluded between the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic and the Central Com-
mittee of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia about handing over the archive materials of regional
and district Communist Party of Czechoslovakia committees, the Communist party fiercely resisted
handing over the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia archive.
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That’s why on November 16th 1990, on the eve of the first anniversary of the students” revolution,
the representatives of the new democratic power put through the Constitutional Act No. 496/1990 Sb.
on giving back the Communist Party of Czechoslovakias property to the people of Czechoslovakia;
this act had an introduction stating that following its coming to power in 1948, the Communist Party
regarded the state as its property, handling this property as if it had been its own. In order to get rid of
the impacts of such a state at least partially, the Federal Parliament decided that the Communist Party
of Czechoslovakia’s archive materials issued until December 31st 1989 become the state’s property on
January 1st 1991 without any compensation. A similar decision was made about other written, visual
documents or audio documents as well as other Communist Party of Czechoslovakia documents dat-
ing back to the period until November 30th 1989 that were to be taken over by the Central National
Archive or its regional branches.

Yet the post-Communist power still held the archive materials in a classified mode and they
were not used in public discourse about the totalitarian regime’s nature, with historians and other
experts being granted access to these documents only on a very limited scale. Not even the former
political prisoners or other persecuted people gained access which gave rise to mistrust towards the
bodies of the new power.

On April 26th 1996, parliament adopted the Act No. 140/1996 Sh., on making files resulting from
the activities of the former State Security Police publicly accessible, for which the Ministry of the
Interior imposed the duty to inform a citizen of the Czech Republic, or a citizen of the former Czecho-
slovak Republic, whether the former State Security’s information system contains a file on this citizen,
whether this file has been preserved and possibly to provide a copy of such a file to the citizen.

If a citizen was listed as a collaborator, he was only entitled to access those parts of the file that
were written at a time when this citizen was not listed as a Secret Service collaborator. Another major
change was the option to access personal (cadre) files of security services members containing data
about the origin, course and termination of their service relationship, or to provide an extract of these
documents in the form of a member’s personal record.

Furthermore, the Ministry of the Interior and the Ministry of Defence were obliged to hand
out the register records in writing and electronic form from preserved or reconstructed protocols,
volumes and other register aids of security services, with this information being handed over in the
scope of object-related files or files about people listed as State Security collaborators or as Military
Counter-intelligence collaborators - data about the establishment of such a volume or changes made
herein, about people (if they weren’t foreigners), or about objects to whom the volumes were related
were to be handed over as well. Similarly, the Ministry of Justice issued in writing and electronic form
a transcript of the volumes from the Department for the Protection of the Interior at the Corrections
Corps and it did so within the scope of object-related files or files about people listed as collaborators
of this department, if these documents had been made use of by the State security.

The ministries were also to continuously issue lists of the declassified personnel (cadre) files
of the security services members, including the date on which they became members of the security
service, the position within the security service and the date on which such an enlistment ended.

On March 20th 2003, the Ministry of the Interior published a list of secret collaborators (cat-
egories: resident, agent, informer, holder of a borrowed flat, holder of a conspiratorial flat). This list
was published both in writing and electronic form and equalled 12 A4 notebooks with an overall page
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number of 6,665. Between 1997 and 2003, the respective authority made 3,391 investigation, operation-
al and agency-related files accessible to applicants. During the following two years, the Ministry of the
Interior presented only 108 personal files about former secret police members.

In the period ranging from September 2002 until March 2005, the newly founded Office for the
Declassification of the Documents of the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic which focused
on processing documents (files) written through the counterintelligence’s work, received a total of
3,671 applications, digitalized 402 documents (equalling 358,522 pages) and processed applications of
210 applicants. Furthermore, the office published data on 15,633 persons listed as members of military
counterintelligence during the legally binding period and also 1,881 records about object-related files
created during the same time.

In order to protect personal data, the Ministry of the Interior made the date of birth and the
addresses of other people illegible, also making unreadable any other data about their private and
family life, about their crimes, health and property. This was done prior to making the file accessible
via a copy of the file. If the file in question was about a deceased person (i.e. when the application was
filed by relatives), the data about the private life and the family were made unreadable.

The new Act on Archiving No. 499/2004 was adopted following several years, and this Act declas-
sified archive materials that were created through the activities performed by organizations united in
the National Front and the Communist security services. This act significantly broadened the access
the researcher public had to the Security Service file agenda as it stated that the principle according
to which only archive materials older than 30 years were declassified, did not apply to these materials.

In November 2005, a group of senators presented a bill on the National Memory Institute, a
memorial institute designed according to the Polish and Slovak model. Finally, in June 2007, the Act No.
181/2007 Sb. on the Institute for the Study of Totalitarian Regimes and the Security Services Archive,
and on Amendments of some Acts, by which a new administration office was established on February
1st 2008, was adopted. This office managed all the document and file agenda of the former Communist
security services.

This Act stated that the Ministry of the Interior, the Ministry of Defence including the Military In-
telligence, the Ministry of Justice, the Security Information Service and the Office for Foreign Relations
and Information should have handed over all records and registration aids, archive fonds, including
the agency-related, operational files, investigation or cadre files, archive collections and individual
archive materials and documents established as a result of the activities of the security services, the
Communist Party of Czechoslovakia and the National Front organizations that were operating within
these services from April 4th 1945 until February 15th 1990. The Act stated that these ministries should
have handed over any documents they possessed to the Security Services Archive.

The Act thus broadened the liberal approach according to the Act on Archiving encompassing also
documents of other security services. For example, it also refers to the Police, Border Patrol, Military
Counterintelligence, General Staff of the Czechoslovak People’s Army Intelligence Directorate, Protec-
tion of the Interior at the Corrections Corps, etc.

Thus, almost any researcher may apply for access to any material stored in the archives - irre-
spective of whether he stands in any relation to the person about whom he asks to receive materials.
Furthermore, he may get digital copies, scans, or ask for photocopies or digital forms. This system is
the most liberal one among all the post-communist countries.

Unfinished openness and transparency

In this paper, | offer some brief comments on the archival situation in France, on the basis of my
experience over the last eighteen years researching in a number of French archives.

The most user-friendly archival institution that | have worked in is the French Ministry of Foreign
Affairs'. Currently, the bulk of archival materials and documents of the French Foreign Ministry are
concentrated in the main archive building, opened in 2009, located in the city of La Courneuve, ten
kilometers from the French capital. The materials are excellently described and cataloged, enabling
researchers easily to order and work with archival materials in which they are interested. Most of the
archival materials, especially those dating from before the 20" century, were filmed on microfilms
for the purpose of better preservation, and are available to researchers only in this form. Currently,
both copies from microfilms and original documents (in the form of digital photographs) are made
free of charge, which makes it extremely easy for researchers to work with these documents. The fact
that some of them (mainly related to the activities of the French embassies, consulates and missions
abroad) is not located in Paris, but in the so-called Nantes Center for Diplomatic Archives?, which is
open 1987, somewhat reduces the level of convenience of working with archival materials. This fact
significantly complicates the work of researchers, requiring additional costs for travel and accommo-
dation in the city of Nantes, in the west of France.

The second most convenient institution, in terms of the quality of inventory of archival materi-
als, their accessibility and flexibility, is the National Archives of France®. Descriptions of the materials
stored in the town of Pierrefitte-sur-Seine near the Paris building of the National Archive are quite
satisfactory. The working conditions of researchers in it are also quite consistent with the modern
standards in terms of the right to unlimited copying (photographing) of documents, although there
are still some flaws. For example, there is still no complete computer database of inventories of ma-
terials stored there, which to some extent makes it difficult for researchers to work on them.

To a certain extent, similar problems are observed while working on materials from the Historical
Center of the French Military Archive, located in the famous Vincennes Castle*. Inventories of archival
materials, in general, are also more or less satisfactory, although they are inferior to the two archives
mentioned above in terms of accuracy of description and cataloging. Certain inconveniences also

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arise regarding the fact that a researcher needs to order materials several days before their issuance,
since the archival documents are stored in remote repositories, and their delivery to the reading room
requires a certain amount of time. Otherwise, readers are given the free right to take photograps of
archival materials.

The archives of the Prefecture of the Paris police® suffer mainly from inaccurate descriptions,
which, of course, greatly complicates the work of researchers. This, to some extent, is due to the abun-
dance of extremely diverse and rich materials stored in this archive. Otherwise, archival documents
are fully accessible for researchers.

One of the biggest problems that researchers face during their work in France is the lack of ac-
cess to archival materials from the French intelligence services - intelligence and counterintelligence.
Some materials of these services are scattered in the archives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the
War Ministry, the National Archives and the archives of the Prefecture of the Paris Police, but the cases
of the French intelligence agencies are still not accessible for researchers. Nowadays, a commission
consisting of representatives of the French Academy of Intelligence (LAcadémie du renseignement),
the French school of intelligence under the patronage of the Prime Minister of France, has been creat-
ed as a result of the reform, which aims to centralize and bring together different French intelligence
services. Relevant government agencies and prominent French historians. The commission’s goal is
to develop solutions that will allow researchers to gain access to the archival materials of the French
secret services, that are still closed. Hopefully, soon the issue of researchers’ access to archival mate-
rials and documents of this category will radically change for the better.

In view of all the above, | suggest that the degree of openness and transparencyin the French
archives is largely in line with European standards, although the lack of access to the materials of the
French special services does not allow this openness to be considered ideal and perfect.

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KGB Records Accessibility and Publication in Latvia
during Recent Years: Experience and Problems

At the turn of the 1980-1990s many Latvian SSR KGB files were transported to Russia. KGB docu-
ments that remained in Latvia after the collapse of the Soviet Union were distributed among several
state institutions, including the Latvian State Archive, Centre for the Documentation of the Conse-
quences of Totalitarianism (hereafter: Centre of Totalitarianism), and the structures of the Ministry
of Interior. Public access to the KGB records preserved at the Centre for the Documentation of the
Consequences of Totalitarianism was very restricted. This remained the case until 2018-2019.

In October 2018, Latvia’s Saeima (Parliament) adopted Amendments to the Law On Retaining and
Use of Documents of the Former Committee for State Security and Detection of the Fact of Collabora-
tion with the KGB (hereafter: KGB Documents Law). These Amendments facilitated significant changes
in maintenance and access to the KGB documents in Latvia.

First, those KGB records that were preserved at the Centre of Totalitarianism and some other state
institutions, had to be relocated to the National Archives of Latvia. This process of relocation meant
that KGB records would become more accessible for public researchers. The process took place in
April 2019 and since May of that year there has been a special reading room at the National Archives
of Latvia where researchers can inspect those documents.

The KGB Documents Law ensures free access to KGB documents regarding KGB staff, KGB agents
and informers, as well as Communist party or state institution officials who had some ties with the
KGB. However, access to any documents regarding “third party” persons and victims of repressions is
restricted. According to this law, access to such documents is available for “scientific, historical and
legal research, academic, artistic or literary expressions as well as for journalistic purposes”.

Some other restrictions (which apply to all archival records in Latvia, not only KGB documents) are
provided in Archives Law. These restrictions generally apply to personal data (such as health issues,
sexual orientation, etc.). Restrictions on the access to personal data remain in force for 30 years after
a person’s death. If there is no information about the date of death, then restrictions on the access
remain in force for 110 years after a person’s birth. If there is no information on either person’s birth or
death date, then access to document is restricted for 75 years after the creation date of the document.

The second issue regulated by the KGB Documents Law is the publication of KGB documents. So,
on 20 December 2018, the National Archives of Latvia launched the internet site kgb.arhivi.lv with the
first online publication of Latvian SSR KGB agency card collections as well as some other documents.
This site attracted enormous interest in Latvia and abroad as well. It was reported that on the first day
after launching the site, approximately 54 000 users accessed it. By the beginning of January 2019, the
number of visitors of this site increased to more then 200 000.

Since the beginning of 2019, the National Archives of Latvia has published several more KGB doc-
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ument groups (Latvian SSR KGB agency registration journals, file on former Latvian army general Rob-
erts Klavins recruitment in 1939-1940 as a Soviet secret informer, documents on KGB leadership staff,
files on combatants of the Post-war Exterminator battalions (McTpe6butenbHble 6aTanboHbl), etc.).

Increased access to the KGB documents and publication of these records, to some extent, has
fulfilled the long-time demands of Latvian society to open the KGB documents in Latvia. At the same
time, not all Latvian SSR KGB documents are stored at the National Archives of Latvia. Lots of them are
still inaccessible for ordinary researchers as they are preserved at repositories in Russia.

Legal Regulations on Access to Archives in the
Russian Federation

Introduction

During the years of Soviet power, millions of people had been subject to political repressions.
In 1991, the Law of the Russian Federation (18101991 N 1761-1) “On the rehabilitation of victims of
political repression” was adopted (hereinafter, the Law “On the rehabilitation of victims of political
repression”). The purpose of the law was “to rehabilitate all victims of political repressions, repressed
on the territory of the Russian Federation from October 25 (November 7), 1917, restore their civil rights,
eliminate other consequences of violence and provide adequate compensation for financial and mor-
al damage” (preamble to the Law “ On the rehabilitation of victims of political repression ”).

At any stage during the lengthy process of rehabilitation of a person, it may be necessary for
him to familiarize himself with the materials related to his case. For example, such a need may arise:
at the stage of preparation and submission of an application for rehabilitation - in order to prepare
an informed statement after receiving a decision on the refusal of rehabilitation; in order to verify
the validity of the refusal and possible further appeal after receiving a decision on rehabilitation. In
general, access to the materials of criminal and administrative cases (both in relation to rehabilitated
and non-rehabilitated persons) and obtaining copies of archival documents is of great importance for
legitimate historical studies of the crimes of a totalitarian state.

If a person is recognized as a subject to rehabilitation, problems related to familiarization with
archival documents about that rehabilitated person, his relatives (with the consent of the rehabili-
tated person or without his consent in case of death) or third parties acting as proxies, do not occur.

As for the other cases, when a person has not yet been recognized as subject to rehabilitation or
has already been recognized as non-subject to rehabilitation, in the practice of law enforcement, the
insurmountable difficulties (until recently) in familiarizing with the cases related to such categories
of people have arisen.

It is important to exclude the following cases: 1) access of third parties (for example, researchers
or public organizations) to archival documents related a specific person without a consent from this
person (or his relatives) until 75-years period from the moment of creation of the archival document
have passed; 2) When archival documents are not declassified. Such cases will not be discussed in this
article, since they are s subject of separate studies.

This article will be devoted to the analysis of the problem when relatives and third parties (for
example, researchers or public organizations) acting as proxies cannot access documents about per-
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sons who have not been recognized as rehabilitated or a decision on rehabilitation has not yet been
made. Moreover, the absurdity of the prevailing law enforcement practice would probably not have
allowed the person himself, who had not been recognized as a subject to rehabilitation, to receive
archival documents related to himself.

The first part of this article will be devoted to legal analysis and analysis of law enforcement
practice; the second part will provide statistics showing the scale of the problem; the third part will
include the analysis of the recent decision of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, which,
perhaps, will be a turning point in the defective law enforcement practice.

Articles 3 and 5 of the Law “On the Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression” define the
categories of persons who are subject to rehabilitation. Applications for rehabilitation can be submit-
ted by the repressed individuals themselves as well as by any person or public organization (Article
6). Depending on the category of the case, the application for rehabilitation is considered either by
the bodies of internal affairs or the prosecution authorities (the latter, in the presence of certain cir-
cumstances, can send a criminal case to the court which either recognizes the person as a non-subject
to rehabilitation or unreasonably repressed). The prosecution authorities also have the authority to
check the cases of a specific category independently (Article 8). Based on the results of the examina-
tion of the application or the verification, a decision is made to rehabilitate or to refuse the rehabil-
itation of the person.

As it was indicated in the introduction, at any stage of the long process of rehabilitation of a
person, it may be necessary for him to familiarize himself with the materials of the case against him.

If the person has been rehabilitated, then Article 11 of the Law “On the Rehabilitation of Victims
of Political Repression” explicitly states that the rehabilitated persons, and with their consent or in
the event of their death, his relatives have the right to familiarize themselves with the materials of
terminated criminal and administrative cases and receive copies of documents. In this case, problems
with familiarization, as a rule, do not arise (taking into account the peculiarities outlined in the intro-
duction).

As for the remaining situations, when a person has not yet been recognized as a subject to re-
habilitation or has already been recognized as a non-subject to rehabilitation, the law enforcer in-
terprets the current legislation in such a way that it creates obstacles to familiarization with the
materials related to such categories of persons. Let us try to limit ourselves to the most concise legal
analysis of the current situation.

The state, by refusing citizens to familiarize themselves with the case materials related to those
who have not yet been rehabilitated, refers to paragraph 5 of the regulation on the procedure for
accessing materials stored in state archives and archives of state bodies of the Russian Federation,
terminated criminal and administrative cases related to persons subjected to political repression,
as well as filtered and verified cases (approved by the order of the Ministry of Culture of the Russian
Federation N 375, Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation N 584, Federal Security Service
of the Russian Federation N 352 of 07.25.2006). In accordance with this clause “on a citizens’ appeals
regarding access to criminal and administrative files with negative decisions on the rehabilitation of
persons passing through them, archives issue certificates on the results of the review”. Guided by this
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paragraph, the state issues only a certificate stating that the person was not rehabilitated and refuses
to familiarize itself with the case materials.

Besides, based on a systematic interpretation of article 2 and paragraph 1 of article 5 of this Reg-
ulation, it does not regulate legal relations related to the access to materials of cases related to the
persons who have not been rehabilitated. In this case, the general provisions on the access to archival
documents should apply.

In accordance with the Paragraph 1 of Article 24 of the Federal Law of 22.10.2004 N 125 “On Archival
Affairs in the Russian Federation”, the user of archival documents has the right to freely search and
receive archival documents for studies. Restrictions on access to archival documents can be imposed
only in the cases specified in the paragraphs 2 and 3 of Article 25 of this federal law, namely: the pres-
ence of state secrets and other secrets protected by the law, as well as the presence of information
about the citizen's personal and family secrets, privacy and information which arises a threat to his
security.

Besides, even these prohibitions are not absolute. For example, the time period for the classifica-
tion of information constituting state secrets should not exceed 30 years (Article 13 of the Law of the
Russian Federation of July 21, 1993 No. 5485-1 “On State Secrets”). The restriction on access to archival
documents containing information about the citizen’s personal and family secrets, his private life, as
well as information that imposes a threat to his safety, is set for a period of 75 years from the date of
the creation of these documents.

Thus, to simplify, documents created before 1945 should already be issued without any obsta-
cles. Now we are not considering the cases where documents have not yet been declassified or the
deadline for classifying information was extended based on the decision of the Commission for the
Protection of State Secrets, since this is a topic for a separate study.

Moreover, as the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation has indicated:

“Restriction of the constitutional rights and, consequently, the freedom of the press shall be
necessary and proportionate to the constitutionally recognized aims of these restrictions. When
constitutional norms permit the legislator to restrict the rights provided by them, the legislator
may not regulate in a way which encroaches upon the very essence of a certain right and deprive
it of its real content. The state restricting certain rights in the name of the constitutionally per-
missible aims must ensure a balance of constitutionally protected values and interests by means
which are not excessive but necessary and strictly preconditioned by these aims. The public in-
terests indicated in Article 55 (Section 3) of the Constitution of the Russian Federation may justify
legal restrictions of the rights and freedoms only if these restrictions meet the requirements of
fairness, are adequate, proportionate, and commensurate are necessary to protect the constitu-
tionally significant aims, including the rights and lawful interests of others. The restrictions may
not have retroactive effect and may not encroach upon the very essence of the constitutional
right, i.e. shall not restrict the scope and application of the core contents of the respective con-
stitutional norms.”
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However, archives, authorities and courts refuse access to case files related to those who have
not been rehabilitated, misinterpreting and referring exclusively to the paragraph 5 of the regulation
already mentioned-above.

Thus, as we see, the state does not provide any reasonable justification for the refusal, no ex-
planation why such a serious interference with a person’s right to access documents is necessary, do
not indicate socially significant goals for which it refuses to provide an opportunity to get acquainted
with archival files. Also, the rationality of such a refusal and the possibility of finding a fair balance
between the right to information and socially significant goals have not been investigated.

It should be noted that the requested information is of great importance for the history of the
family or for historians and researchers who study political repressions. Without the possibility of
access to documents related to those who have not been rehabilitated, neither relatives nor other
interested parties know anything about this person, as if he did not exist.

In our and our colleagues’ practice, there is a huge number of such cases. We did not succeed in
any of them (until July 2019) in gaining access to cases related to those who have not been rehabili-
tated.

Based on the responded from the organs of Internal Affairs and Prosecution:

From the moment the Law on Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repression entered into force
until June 2019, the military prosecutor’s office rehabilitated 124,499 people, and refused to re-
habilitate 176,760 citizens. According to the conclusions of military prosecutors, the courts found
16,819 people not subject to rehabilitation.

During the validity period of the Law on the Rehabilitation of Victims of Political Repressions
until January 1, 2019, the General Prosecutor’s Office of the Russian Federation and prosecutors of
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constituent entities of the Russian Federation rehabilitated 652,171 people. 103 838 persons were
recognized as non-subjects to rehabilitation.

Between 1988-1991, following the protests of prosecutors against the sentences and decisions of
the extra-judicial bodies, performing judicial functions, 105,890 convicted persons were rehabili-
tated by the courts.

Prosecutors dismissed criminal cases against 8,203 persons.

Based on the results of the consideration of the prosecutors’ protests, 6,849 people were rehabil-
itated who had been administratively sent to exile, deportation, or special settlement.

Following the Decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR of 01161989 No. 10036-
XI “On Additional Measures to Restore Justice in Relation to Victims of Repressions during the
Periods of the 30-40s and the Beginning of the 50s” and Decree of the President of the USSR of
13.08 1990 No. 556 “On the restoration of the rights of all victims of political repressions of the
20-50s", prosecutors rehabilitated 961,666 people.

Between 1992 and 2018, the Internal Affairs bodies issued 2796697 certificates on the rehabilita-
tion of persons repressed for political reasons and refused to issue rehabilitation certificates to
824344 people.

Thus, we cannot familiarize ourselves with the case files against hundreds of thousands of people
who have not been rehabilitated. Moreover, do not forget that such an interpretation of the current
legislation by the executives does not allow us to get access to the materials related to those whose
status is still contended.

Situation reaches the point of absurdity. For example, a researcher from St. Petersburg, with the
support of lawyers, got the FSB of Russia to declassify the criminal case against Admiral Alexander
Kolchak. However, researchers will not be able to get access to his case since Kolchak has not been re-
habilitated (by the decision of the Trans-Baikal District Military Court in 1999). Without the possibility
to access his case materials, it is impossible to challenge the refusal on his rehabilitation®.

As a result, in July 2019, it was possible to achieve the first victory in the Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation. It is difficult to explain the motives of such a decision of the Supreme Court of the
Russian Federation, but the court, clearly, took the side of the citizens and researchers. The court or-
dered the person to familiarize himself with the materials of the criminal case of his non-rehabilitated
grandfather’. This was a huge victory and, hopefully, created a positive precedent, which can be relied
upon in the future. As a result, the applicant was able to familiarize himself with the materials of the
criminal case against his grandfather.

At the same time, lawyers were working on another case, which concerned the rehabilitation of a
person who was shot by decision of the special NKVD Troika on November 24, 19378. While discussing
the case in court, lawyers had the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the case materials. The

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court decided to refuse rehabilitation. Lawyers began to prepare a complaint regarding the refusal of
rehabilitation for the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation. In order to prepare a complaint, it is
necessary to have access to the case materials, including the minutes of the meetings. However, be-
casue the person had not been rehabilitated, the Information Center of the Ministry of Internal Affairs
of Russia in St. Petersburg denied access to materials with which lawyers had already been partially
familiar. The information center issued the refusal until the decision of the Supreme Court of the Rus-
sian Federation. After the decision of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, the lawyers filed
an administrative lawsuit in the court and won the case®’.

Conclusion

After the decision of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation in July 2019, we see that the
subordinate law enforcement agencies rely on it. However, it seems that it is too early to draw conclu-
sions. We can say that the decision of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation (despite the fact
that in the Russian Federation a precedent does not officially influence the law) has its own weight
and influences subordinate entities. Let us hope that the decision of the Supreme Court of the Russian
Federation has once and for all changed the defective practice, when neither relatives nor researchers
could gain access to the case files related to those persons who had not been rehabilitated.

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Access to Archival Documents in Georgia

Introduction

Free access to historical information kept at the archival funds is crucial for every society and
particularly for those who have overcome the bitter experience of totalitarian regimes. The same is
true for Georgia. In the aftermath of the collapse of the Soviet Union, Georgia regained its indepen-
dence and started to move towards establishing democratic governance, the cornerstone of which
is respect for basic human rights and freedoms, including freedom of expression and the right to
access information. In its milestone decision on the case of Kenedi v. Hungary, the European Court of
Human Rights declared that ensuring access to original documentary sources for legitimate historical
research was crucial for the effective exercise of the freedom of expression.

Those who study the past of the South Soviet Union, its diplomatic relations, politics in the region
of Caucasus and other similar directions will find documents of high scientific and research value at
LEPL National Archives of Georgia (National Archive). However, legislation and practice of accessing
archival documents in Georgia are highly restrictive. Georgia still stands considerably behind in re-
gards to access to historical archives, especially when compared to other Eastern European states.

Institute for Development of Freedom of Information (IDFI) is a non-governmental organization
with over 10 years of experience in the field of good governance, inter-alia freedom of expression. The
openness of state archives has been the cornerstone of IDFI's work since its establishment in 20009.

The given article aims at discussing existing practical and legislative problems regarding access
to archival documents in Georgia. It will get readers acquainted with the solutions to tackling the
problems and will inform them about the activities of IDFI aimed at achieving positive changes.

Challenges

In Georgia, most of the historical archives going beyond the files of the Soviet Union’s past are
kept at the National Archive. Special emphasis should be made on the documents of XIX-XX centuries,
during the period of which Thilisi was a military and administrative center of South Caucasus. Howev-
er, scholars and researchers face a number of difficulties to access historical documents.

- Highly restrictive regulations to access historical documents containing personal data

Based on existing legislation access to archival documents containing personal data is refused,
unless the period of 75 years has passed since their creation or if the subject of the personal data
has descended more than 30 years ago. In the latter case, a death certificate has to be submitted by
an applicant to the National Archives of Georgia. This leads to unreasonable difficulties, especially in
cases when an applicant has to get acquainted with hundreds of documents containing personal data.
Applicants have in practice faced this problem, when they were directed by the National Archives of
Georgia to submit death certificates of hundreds of persons in order to be granted access to historical
documents. As a result, a vast selection of documents describing pivotal historical events/periods
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taking place after 1944 are not accessible in Georgia."

- Highly restrictive regulations to access historical documents containing state secrecy

Based on the law of Georgia on State Secrets depending on the level of secrecy documents can
be declassified in 3, 5, 10 or 20 years after their creation. However, the law envisages that under
well-substantiated research or scientific need an applicant can be granted access to view documents
of state secrecy before their declassification. According to the Law of Georgia on National Archives
and National Archival Funds access to archival documents containing state secrecy can only be grant-
ed after the documents are declassified. The law does not envisage any exceptions from the rule.
Thus National Archive refuses to grant access to such documents even in cases when an applicant has
well-substantiated research or scientific need to view the documents.

- Ban on photocopying archival documents

According to existing regulations, those applicants who have been granted access to historical
documents are forbidden to make their photocopies, including taking pictures of the documents which
are digitalized and are viewed by the visitors on the monitor screens. This creates unnecessary bu-
reaucracy when an applicant who is viewing a document has to submit a request on receiving a pho-
tocopy, pay a fee and wait before receiving copies of the documents. At the same time fees received
from the service are insignificant compared to the overall budget of the National Archive." Eliminating
fees on photocopying documents would not have any notable negative effect on income generation
of the public institution, it will decrease the level of bureaucracy and spare time and resources of the
public officials working at the National Archive.

- Unreasonably long time frames for granting access to archival documents

Existing regulations set unreasonably long timeframes for granting applicants access to archival
documents. According to existing legislation, the National Archive is given a period of 5 working days
to decide whether to grant or deny access to a requested document, after which the entity has addi-
tional 4 working days to prepare the document and grant access to it. Thus applicants have to wait for
almost two weeks before they are granted the right to view the documents of their interest.

Solutions

In order to tackle the problems described above IDFI conducts activities in a number of direc-
tions. IDFI runs an interactive ranking of archival openness from post-Soviet countries on the website
Open-Archives.org. By comparing archival legislation of Georgia to the ones in, IDFI offers solutions to
tackling them based on the international experience.

" National Archives of Georgia only generates income of ca. 20,000 — 30,000 Gel annually for the service, the figures are even
lower in case of other archives.
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IDFI conducts strategic litigation against the National Archive. Recently, the court granted the
appeal of IDFI, stressed the importance of accessing historical documents and directed the National
Archive to disclose public information requested by IDFI.

Conducting strategic litigation is manifestly important for ensuring access to archival documents,
however, this does not necessarily address existing systematic and legislative loopholes. Thus IDFI
calls on for positive changes through submitting legislative proposals and advocating for adding rel-
evant commitment to the Open Government Partnership (OGP) action plans.

Conclusion

The work of IDFI has already made significant positive changes of accessing archival documents
in Georgia. As a result of IDFI's advocacy, the commitment of digitalization of archival funds and cre-
ation of e-Archive system was included in the Open Government Action Plan of Georgia 2014-2016. The
system of e-Archive was launched in 2016. However, access to archival funds in Georgia is still highly
limited, violating the right to access information and limiting freedom of expression. IDFI will contin-
ue to work towards establishing a just, open and transparent system of accessing historical national
archives, thus making tangible positive changes in the process of developing open governance in
Georgia.

Rehabilitation of Stalinism and Access to Archives
in the Republic of Belarus

In the methodology developed by the Institute for the Development of Freedom of Information
(IDF1) and researchers from 10 post-Soviet countries for assessing access to the former KGB archives,
two sections are allocated for the analysis of archival legislation. Of course, the law is the foundation
of the state. However, this can only be the case is only when the state itself is lawful, and Belarus,
unfortunately, is not. It can be recalled that the best, fair and free (as it had been written in the Soviet
press) constitution was adopted by Stalin just before the beginning of the Great Terror.

In Belarus, the interpretation of the law primarily depends on the state ideology, which is deter-
mined by one person. Messages, speeches, interviews, press conferences, meetings, trips of Alexander
Lukashenko carry much more significance than any law. Meanwhile, his worldview has originally been
completely Soviet. Over the years, confident in the inviolability of his power and his personal impuni-
ty, he began citing Comrade Stalin as an example more often.

Therefore, at one of the meetings, he recommended introducing “Stalinist methods of leadership”
into production.

In 2019, during the holiday of free labor, Lenin Subbotnik, which has been preserved only in Be-
larus, Lukashenko visited the museum near Minsk, which is called the “Stalin Line”. In his interview,
he said that by creating this museum, he had not revived Stalin’s name, even though he deserves it.

All this coincided with the attacks on one of the most famous monuments of the victims of Stalin-
ist repressions in the post-Soviet space - the place of mass shootings near Minsk - Kurapaty. This holy
place for all the descendants of the repressed was a subject to repeated attacks by vandals, whom the
Belarusian police and the KGB were unable to find. During these attacks, six-pointed stars were paint-
ed on the recently erected monument, the Clinton chair was destroyed (it was preserved in memory of
the visit of the American president to Kurapaty), and the crosses were pulverized.
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Vandalism in Kurapaty
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However, all this fades before the scale of state vandalism, when dozens of crosses erected by
public activists at their own expense were demolished during the daytime using construction equip-
ment. Images of this sacrilege have spread around the world. During the 25 years of his rule, Lu-
kashenko has never been to Kurapaty and has never honored the memory of victims of repression.

State vandalism in Kurapaty

But, in fact, what is happening in Kurapaty is just a visible effect of what is happening in Belar-
us with the revival of Stalinism and the justification of his crimes. Often this happens completely
unnoticed, such as the less and less mention of communist crimes in school history textbooks. One
of them said that also innocent people suffered during the repressions which means that basically,
the repressions were mostly correct, deserved and even useful for the country’s defense before the
impending war.

As for the execution of Polish war prisoners at the highest level by Russia, it is said: “.. There
have been numerous investigations, but even now, due to the lack of necessary documentary mate-
rials and living witnesses of this tragedy, it is not precisely established which country is responsible
for the execution of Polish officers. Some historical studies claim that “this crime was carried out by
the NKVD by the decision of the Politburo of the Central Committee of the CPSU (b).” To this day, the

above-mentioned version has no documentary evidence.” («/ctopus Benapycu, XIX - Hauano XXI B. :

At the same time, attacks continue both on the topic of repressions in general and on individual
researchers, covering this topic in the main state newspaper Sovetskaya Belorussiya. A book has been
published in thousand copies, which allegedly proves that there were no mass Stalin executions in
Kurapaty, and the victims of the Holocaust are laid there. “Kurapaty is a geopolitical weapon that
has no analogues in the world history, which gave a successful salvo in the USSR three decades ago
... These hills are saturated with the idea of fighting the Soviet past and boundless, fierce hatred of
Russia ..” - the author claims. The book is made in the spirit of information warfare, and, in fact, is a
scientific fake.

This version, which contradicts even the official position, is promoted by the Communists. On
Soviet holidays, they lay flowers at the monuments of the ideologists of the Bolshevik terror, which
still remain in the cities of Belarus (even two monuments of Stalin). On May 9, demonstrations similar
to the Russian “Immortal Regiment” were held in some cities of Belarus, at which Stalin’s fans openly
carried portraits of the man whose agreement with Hitler caused the Second World War. In addition,
Belarus is fully located in the Russian information space, where the cult of Stalin and the Soviet sys-
tem in general is gradually occupying more and more place.

Of course, in such ideological conditions dictated from the very top of the power hierarchy in
Belarus, it is difficult to expect favorable changes in the access to the archives of the Soviet special
services. According to the methodology developed by IDFI, Belarus is among the three worst countries
among the former Soviet republics. Although the National Archives of the Republic of Belarus deals
with it job not badly, the KGB Central Archive is still inaccessible to researchers. Only the descendants
of the repressed can, with the proof of kinship, partially see the case of their relatives. Proving their
kinship is often impossible for these people today as most of them were born back in the 19th century.

Although the Law On Archival Work in the Republic of Belarus unequivocally states that “The
restriction of access to archival documents containing information related to personal secrets of cit-
izens is set for a period of 75 years from the day of the creation of such documents”, employees of
special service archives, based on some comment, do not calculate the term of restriction from the
date the document was created, or even from the filing of the criminal case in the archive, but from
the year of rehabilitation, which extends the restriction of access to cases of the rehabilitated until
2035-2065. As for the terms for transferring cases from departmental to state archives, which, by law, is
defined as 30 years, on the basis of new agreements, these terms have been extended for the archives
of the KGB and the Ministry of Internal Affairs for another 75 years. Which practically means that the
Belarusian government is not planning to transfer them until 2081 and 2084, respectively.

Therefore, the funds of the KGB and the Ministry of Internal Affairs will be transferred to the state
archives neither during our lifetimes, nor during the lives of our children and grandchildren. When
this finally happens, we will be able to see the “personal secrets” of real criminals: killers, rapists or
policemen participating in the mass crimes against the civilian population - all those who committed
real crimes and were not rehabilitated, and only after that, we will be able to see the cases of those
who were innocently killed by the Stalin regime! However, we can’t as we will not survive until that
time.
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Secrecy of the Soviet Archives as an Instrument
for Forming the New History

After the restoration of independence of Azerbaijan, the historians of the republic faced the task
of reconstructing national history, including the Soviet period, a time for which our understanding re-
mains highly blurred and subject to politicised falsification. This work has not yet been completed, but
some alarming trends have already emerged. One such troubling trend is emphasis on the achieve-
ments of the short-lived First Republic to the exclusion of other events from around the same time,
thereby reducing the events of the First World War and the civil war in Azerbaijan to ethnic conflicts;
other such trends include attempts to revise the role of the communist underground and Turkey in
the “Sovietization” of Azerbaijan, simplification of political events of the 1920-1930s as the conflict of
interests within the ruling elite, personalization and “ethnization” of the repressions of the 1930s, and
suppression of the role of Azerbaijani emigration in pro-Nazi collaboration.

Historians in Azerbaijan, in a similar fashion to (though on a smaller scale than) scholars in Rus-
sia, have a tendency to rehabilitate authoritarian tendencies (the cult of the “effective manager”) in
the politics of the Soviet period in the 1930s and 1940s. Although this period of history is viewed from
a new perspective as unambiguously negative, the events after 1996, when the future president Hey-
dar Aliyev came to power in the republic, are generally evaluated positively.

Against the background of various radical movements of modern times, the topic of armed re-
sistance to the communist regime, including the rebel movement of the 1920s and 30s, which had
a religious connotation, is also unpopular among historians. Gradually, the myth, originating in the
Soviet times, that this resistance was legitimized by the Chekists and, if it existed in reality, it was not
massive and lengthy, is activated. The Rehabilitation Act of 1996 deprives participants of the armed
struggle against Soviet power of the status of victims of repression.

Improving access to previously closed state and party archives would be invaluable in helping his-
torians, journalists and public activists to challenge the falsification of information and the manipula-
tion of public opinion for creating the new historical myths. In this regard, it is necessary to mention
the active and targeted lawmaking procedures in 2004-2009 in the field of archives, protection of state
and personal secrets and the protection of operational research and counter-intelligence activities,
in which Azerbaijan actively uses the experience of the Russian Federation. Following Russia, archival
documents in Azerbaijan are classified for 75 years, and this period can be extended. Some archives do
not make documents publicly accessible even after the expiration of the secrecy period (this applies,
in particular, to archival documents of the former special services). Access to the unclassified part of
the archives is restricted not only for foreigners, but also for local researchers. The book of remem-
brance of the victims of political repressions has not been published, the places of their mass graves
have not been identified (although, at the same time, the remains of one of the main organizers of the
Great Terror in Azerbaijan, M.D. Bagirov have been discovered, identified and reburied).

All this raises questions about the need to improve the culture of using national archives, in-
cluding digitalization and remote use of archival documents. It is also necessary to increase access
to archives for researchers and enhance the exchange of information and opinions on controversial
topics in the collective history.
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The Role of Archives in Memory Studies

Politics of History and Memory about the Past
of the Russian Federation

If one looks at how people in Russia engage with the past, one might get the impression that
endless pluralism reigns. In the capital, there simultaneously coexist Andropov and Academician
Sakharov avenues, and Solzhenitsyn and Menzhinsky streets; the remains of white generals Denikin
and Kappel are reburied in the Donskoy Monastery accompanied by the anthem of the Soviet Union
while the mausoleum and burial places of Stalin, Vyshinsky, Zhdanov and other executioners remain
on Red Square; monuments of Kolchak and Stalin are regularly re-erected in the country; and Dzer-
zhinsky and the new martyrs are being revered.

The authorities do not interfere with the celebration of odious figures and explain this with a sly
argument - all this was in our history and we can’t delete anything.

Upon closer examination, all this informational chaos and eclecticism reveals certain patterns,
often repeated theses, which ultimately come down to the sacralization of the state and the justifi-
cation of any of its actions - this applies to the current Russian Federation, the Soviet Union, and the
Russian Empire.

When discussing some of the less savoury pages of Russian history, Pro-Kremlin historians and
political scientists usually say that all states acted in the same way, that dictatorships of the Stalin
type were in all European countries in the 1930s, that the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact was no different
from the other non-aggression pacts, all troubles came from the Munich agreement, and the crimes of
Ivan the Terrible are nothing compared to the St. Barthelmew's Day massacre, and so on.

Another way to justify the past mistakes and crimes is by saying that they were committed by spe-
cific people, not the state. For example, the individuals allegedly out of the control of KGB, whom the
state then, arguably, punished, are blamed for the repressions. Soviet propaganda clichés are often
reproduced - it is said that collectivization was a cruel measure, but “it allowed industrialization to be
carried out and the war to be won.”

On a number of issues, we see a return to the positions of the Soviet propaganda - for example,
the invasion of Poland in 1939 is still called the “liberation campaign”. The same can be said about the
invasion of Hungary in 1956 and Czechoslovakia in 1968 (a bill was introduced in the State Duma on
the recognition of the participants of the invasion as war veterans).

However, current Russian government officials go much further than their predecessors.

For instance, there have never been monuments of Ivan the Terrible in Russia - neither before 1917,
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nor after. On the monument to the 1000th anniversary of Russia, erected in 1862 in Veliky Novgorod,
there is no image of Ivan the Terrible; and Stalin, who was sympathetic to Grozny, did not erect his
monument. In 2016, the monument to Grozny appeared in Orel, a year later - in Moscow, in 2019 also
in Alexandrov.

Another example is the already mentioned Ribbentrop-Molotov Pact. The Soviet government also
liked to repeat that it was a common non-aggression pact, while the existence of a secret protocol
was vehemently denied. The Communists understood the extent to which this protocol was unseemly
(to put it mildly). During the years of perestroika, the alliance of Stalin with Hitler was condemned.
This year, on the 80th anniversary of the pact, Russian officials repeatedly stated that the pact and the
secret protocol were legitimate, and in the opinion of the Minister of Culture Medinsky, it even became
a diplomatic triumph of the USSR.

This is by no means an accident. The victory of the people in the Great Patriotic War was ap-
propriated by the state and nothing should destroy the glory of holiness in the “state that defeated
fascism.” The authorities want to ensure the consolidation of the population around the glorious past
and mobilization against the mythical external enemy.

The state is above all - this is the main content of the historical policy of the Kremlin, which today
has taken or at least is trying to take the place of communist ideology. Loyalty today is checked by
the views on history.

The ideas about the special role and special path of the Russian state - that the Russian state
(the Russian Empire, the Soviet Union and the Russian Federation) have always fought for peace, and
if they used violence, were only encouraged or forced to do so, because there have always been ene-
mies - are actively enhanced.

The resolution of the European Parliament of September 19, 2019, in which the Ribbentrop-Molo-
tov Pact is called the cause of the Second World War, destroys propaganda efforts to create a senti-
mental image of a peace-loving and infallible state.

The acute reaction of the officials from the Russian Federation is not difficult to understand.

The recognition of the state as a criminal is unacceptable for the current authorities - it does not
matter that we are talking about the defunct Soviet Union, which deserves such an assessment. The
recognition of the head of the state as a criminal is also unacceptable - for this, monuments of Stalin
and lvan the Terrible may be erected in the country.

Therefore, history today is very closely intertwined with politics.

Formally, censorship does not exist, but many separate facts add up to a slightly different picture.

So, for publishing the documents proving that the story of 28 Panfilovs heroically killed during the
defense of Moscow is a myth and contradicts real facts, the director of the State Archive of the Russian
Federation was dismissed from his post.

A blogger who reproduced someone else’s article with the obvious assertion that Hitler and Stalin
unleashed World War II, was sentenced to a heavy fine and even the Supreme Court could not appeal
this sentence.

Another example - the historian Kirill Alexandrov defended his doctoral dissertation on the of-
ficer corps of the Vlasov army. However, after the “examination” in which the state security general,
Aleksandrov participated, he was stripped of his doctorate. This was primarily due to the author’s
position, which diverges from established propaganda stereotypes.
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For the same reason, Aleksandrov’s quite objective article “Bandera and Banderovtsy - who they
really were” published in Novaya Gazeta was included in the list of extremist materials. This is far from
the only case of using accusations of extremism as an instrument of historical politics and censor-
ship. For example, in Russia, the book of Yuri Shapoval with co-authors “KGB - GPU - NKVD in Ukraine:
individuals, facts, documents” and a collection of articles by Polish publicist Jan Novak-Jezeransky
“Eastern Thoughts” are banned.

All this destroys the memory of the past, and so 70 years of total Soviet propaganda have done
their job. By the beginning of perestroika, people who remembered the pre-Soviet era were already
at a very old age and could not actively participate in the public life. There could be no direct transfer
of pre-revolutionary life experience and this significantly distinguishes the Russian situation not only
from the countries of Eastern Europe and the Baltic states, but even from Ukraine, the western regions
of which were annexed by the USSR only in 1939.

Clear legal assessments of the Soviet regime have never been officially formulated and they are
also absent from the school textbooks; school textbooks do not contain any intelligible description of
the crimes committed by the communist government.

It would seem that there are no special grounds for optimism.

However, the memory of the society is still different from what propaganda is trying to intro-
duce. This is partly due to the obsession and primitiveness of propaganda - it gave rise to jokes and
anecdotes even in the Soviet times, when sources of free information were difficult to access. Today,
doubts and resistance arise much faster. The existence of the Internet and the openness of borders
are natural opponents of any sort of propaganda.

But the main thing that opposes the efforts of propaganda is the memory of terror.

This manifests itself in different ways. For example, the public (except for some loyal organiza-
tions) usually does not support the installation of monuments of the murderers (Stalin, Dzerzhinsky,
Grozny) and the authorities often participate in these actions. The exact opposite picture is with the
monuments of the victims of the state terror. As a rule, their installation is requested by the public,
and the authorities not only are not initiators, but often hinder such initiatives either explicitly or
covertly.

Another example is the project “Last Address”, which began in Russia and is currently operating in
the Czech Republic, Georgia, Germany, Ukraine, Repiblic of Moldova... Small memorial desks preserv-
ing the memory of people killed by the state, in most cases, are not set by the relatives, but just by
the people who are not indifferent toward these issues.

Family memory also gradually comes to life. Under the Soviet regime, it was not safe to remember
repressed relatives and keep family archives. But remembering the history of the kinship is a natural
desire of man, and today, more and more people are looking for information about their ancestors.
Alas, in many cases the fate of these ancestors is tragic, and grandchildren and great-grandchildren of
the repressed come to us more often with questions.

Having learned the truth, they rethink a lot. Or, in any case, they approach the information on TV
more critically. It is rather difficult to combine the memory of the executed ancestors with the justifi-
cation of the state that has shot them.

The unit of history is not a state, but a person. And therefore, in the long term, family memory will
be stronger than propaganda.
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Role of the IPN Archive in the process of verification
of “totalitarian memory”. Results - threats - mission

The Institute of National Remembrance was established on January 19th 1999 to preserve the
memory of the enormous number of victims, losses and damages suffered by the Polish Nation during
and after World War Il. Recognizing that any unlawful actions of the state against citizens cannot be
protected by secrecy or be forgotten, it is also necessary to prosecute crimes against peace, humanity
and war crimes and to rehabilitate all victims of human rights violations.

The Institute is managed by the President of the Institute of National Remembrance elected
by the Sejm of the Republic of Poland, who has a full independence in managing the Institute. It is
only required to submit an annual report to the Marshal of the Sejm.

The structure of the Institute of National Remembrance expresses all its competences related
to the settlement of the period of time when Poland remained a victim of German and Soviet totali-
tarianism. These are actions of investigation, lustration, research, documentary, scientific and educa-
tional activities. After the amendment process, the IPN consists - as of 2019 - of seven departments
cooperating with each other. Those are: The Main Commission for the Prosecution of Crimes against
the Polish Nation (investigates Nazi and Communist crimes committed from November 8, 1917 to July
31, 1990), Archives of the Institute of National Remembrance (manages documents of state security
organs, drawn up from July 22, 1944 to July 31, 1990, and documents regarding crimes and repression of
Polish citizens from November 8, 1917 to July 31, 1990) Fight and Martyrdom (commemorates the places
of fight and martyrdom of the Polish nation in the country and abroad in the period from November
8, 1917 to July 31, 1990), Bureau of Search and Identification (searching for the resting place of those
killed in the struggle for independence of the Polish State in the period from November 8, 1917 to July
31, 1990), the Office of National Education (implements scientific and educational projects), Office of
Historical Research ( conducts research in the field of recent Polish history) and the Lustration Office
(verifies the truthfulness of submitted lustration declarations and publishes catalogues containing
personal data of officers of state security organs, persons worked for and holding managerial party
and state positions in the PRL). The institute has eleven branches in the cities that are the seats of the
courts of appeal. Branch offices of the Institute of National Remembrance were established in another
seven cities.

The main specificity of the IPN Archive is the archival resource containing mostly documents
produced by the communist state security organs, the content of which was unknown to the public or
historians until recent disclosure. These are key documents for studying the history of Poland from
1944 to 1990 showing the bestiality, cruelty and ruthlessness of the communist authorities as well as
the heroism, sacrifice and courage of those who dared to oppose this system. The archives that build
the resources of the IPN Archive are currently (as of 2018) over 92 km of current files, 39 million pho-
tographs, 2328 archive units of film materials and 2127 archive units of sound materials. In the Digital
Archive, available to employees through a computer network, at the end of 2018 there was information
regarding 17.2 million archival units and 20.5 million personal index, 6.8 million file card descriptions,
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641 thousand records and 17 million scan files of archival units and file cards.

The scientific activities of the IPN Archive includes compact publications, articles, internet
publications, editing sources, and scientific conferences. In order to accomplish these tasks, a sepa-
rate Archival Research and Source Editing Department was established. The IPN Archive carries out
popular-scientific activities independently and in cooperation with other IPN Offices, other archives
or scientific institutions. These are educational projects, exhibitions, competitions, school workshops,
archival projects, concerts, and resource promotion. The archive prepares permanent and outdoor
exhibitions, provides its premises to visitors for the presentation of archival resources, archivists en-
gage in events of an occasional nature, such as: flower laying on the graves of victims of repression,
anniversary academies, historical workshops for children, knowledge tournaments of recent history.

From the very beginning of its establishment, the IPN encountered difficulties in implement-
ing its statutory tasks. Left-wing environments sought to dissolve the Institute by all means, and when
this proved impossible, they issued an open media war to the Institute and began blocking its work.
The Archives of the Institute of National Remembrance became the main target of the attack. The
main difficulties the Archive faced were problems with the location of the Institute, lack of sufficient
financial resources and administrative activities. Huge social emotions appeared after the disclosure
in 2005 of the so-called “Wildstein Lists” from 160,000 agent names, including the disclosure that Lech
Watesa (president in 1990-1995) in 1970-1976 was registered as a secret collaborator (TW) of security
authorities with the ps. “Bolek” and Aleksander Kwasniewski (president in 1995-2005) registered in
1982-1989 as TW about pseud. “Alek”.

The IPN archive collects and makes available all possible documents about the victims of
German and communist crimes. Archival research conducted in the resource showed that in the years
1956-1990 approximately 2,540,000 operational cases were destroyed. Therefore, the Archives cooper-
ate with the archives of the special services of former communist countries to obtain scans of docu-
ments that supplement knowledge about the operation of the totalitarian system.

A special mission of the IPN Archive is to verify the “totalitarian memory” under which cul-
tural, historical, political and social results of introducing the communist system in PRL should be
understood. “Totalitarian memory” is expressed in the state of consciousness and knowledge of the
society manipulated by the communist ideology, which has become a victim of multiple social engi-
neering activities. This is a picture of virtual reality created by communist propaganda and the distort-
ed course of events and historical processes that took place during this period. Detachment of history
is constantly hampered by leftist environments. Based on the research conducted in the resource, it
was found that already in 1981, the transformation of communism had begun. In place of occupational
communism, hybrid communism was gradually introduced in Poland, consisting of the disintegration
of the state using peaceful and selected disintegration methods, such as: taking over the economy
by foreign entities, passing decision-making to centers remaining outside the country, distribution of
security systems, manipulation of social movements, controlling propaganda inside the state and in
international space, media disinformation, causing political chaos, so-called actions progressive left
parties, intelligent paralysis of legislation, etc. These phenomena occur on a certain scale in every
country where a hybrid war is conducted. The characteristic features of hybrid communism in Poland
after 1989 are: 1 / Soviet origin; 2 / agent structure; 3 / clearly defined goals for dismantling the state;
4 { management and financing center outside Poland; 5 / continuation of anti-Polish activities started
after the October Revolution. The permanent state of the attack on the Institute of National Remem-
brance by various entities, including the ones whose purpose is to blame Poles for the Holocaust of
Jews, is continuing.
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The Formation of Collective Memory in Armenia
(Based on the all-Soviet and National Examples)

The Soviet Union in the 1920s undertook a project aimed at the formation of collective memory
and collective worldview on a scale that was perhaps never paralleled in the 20th century. This is un-
derstandable. The 1917 Bolshevik revolution and the First World War together resulted in the collapse
of empires, the reformulation and reinvention of ideologies and systems of power, the creation of new
states, and the creation of new historical narratives and myths. At the same time, there emerged new
opportunities to influence collective memory through universal education. Education is the highest
institution for the rapid transfer of common knowledge at the same time to many millions of people,
and for the consolidation of this knowledge from generation to generation.

In the same way, falsehood can be reformulated as the truth. Citizens who received school and
professional education throughout the Soviet Union knew, just as residents of the post-Soviet space
still do, that the USSR was founded on December 30, 1922 as a result of an agreement signed by the
heads of the four Soviet republics - the RSFSR, Ukraine, Belarus and the ZSFSR (Transcaucasian Soviet
Federal Socialist Republic). This was written in textbooks, the Soviet encyclopedias (both the Union
and Republican), scientific books and newspapers, broadcasted by radio, and then television. In many
modern textbooks, the same is written. For example, in the textbook “World History” for students of
the humanitarian direction of the 12*" grade in Armenia™. Unfortunately, however, this is not in fact
true. At that congress, it was decided: “The declaration and the union treaty are basically approved
... to instruct the Central Executive Committee of the Union of the Soviet Socialist Republics to pre-
pare the final text of the declaration and union treaty for the second congress of the Councils of the
Union and submit it to the final approval of the second congress "*. Therefore, the delegates of the
four Soviet countries of the congress signed only an agreement to unite into one country. Moreover,
delegates, especially from Georgia and Ukraine, expressed many objections to the principles of the
common so-called state. Subsequently, realizing that objections had not subsided, but were instead
getting ever stronger, Moscow opted not to organize any special congress to unite the Soviet states,
but instead submitted the Constitution of the USSR for approval to the so-called 2nd Congress of So-
viets of the USSR, which essentially had only two chapters - the Declaration on the Formation of the
USSR and the Treaty on the Formation of the USSR. Why do | say ‘so-called’ here? The reason is simple
neither the first congress (December 1922), nor the second (January 1924) could be called congresses
of the soviets of the USSR, because the USSR was not presently in existence. Both of these congresses
were congresses of soviets of four Soviet countries, and not the first or second congresses of soviets
of the still non-existent USSR. Nevertheless, this knowledge still firmly embedded in the collective

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consciousness and collective memory of the citizens of the USSR - the USSR was formed at the first
Congress of Soviets of the USSR on December 30, 1922 as a result of an agreement signed by the heads
of the unifying republics.

Judging by the legible signatures, the Agreement of Intent to create a common state was signed by
Gazanfar Musabekov (chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars of the Azerbaijan SSR), Sergey
Kirov (1st Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Azerbaijan), M.
Kuliyev (Azerbaijan),Levon Mirzoyan (Executive Secretary of the Baku Committee of the Communist
Party (Bolshevik) of Azerbaijan), Philip Makharadze (former Chairman of the All-Georgian CEC), Sahak
Ter-Gabrielyan (Permanent Representative of the Soviet Socialist Republic of Armenia to the SNK of
the RSFSR). Of the representatives of the official authorities of Soviet Armenia, no one has signed the
agreement.
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All of these individuals were victims of the political terror of the 30s. Subse-
quently, the subscribers of the non-concluded Agreement from other Soviet
republics suffered the same fate.
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Ignorance and misunderstanding of the historical and legal side of the so-called Treaty on the
Formation of the USSR led to the fact that during the collapse of the USSR, some republics announced
the denunciation of a virtually non-existent treaty (Russia, Georgia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Ukraine). The
Supreme Council of the RSFSR: “RESOLUTION of December 12, 1991 No. 2015-1, ON THE DENUNCIATION
OF THE AGREEMENT ON THE FORMATION OF THE USSR, Guided by the Declaration on State Sovereignty
of the RSFSR and, in accordance with paragraph 15 of Article 109 of the Constitution (Basic Law) of the
RSFSR, the Supreme Council of the RSFSR decides: to denounce the Treaty on the Formation of the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, approved by the | Congress of Soviets of the USSR on December
30, 1922 in the city of Moscow. ... December 12, 1991, No. 2015-1."

Later, on April 15, 2006, the Federation Council of the Russian Federation recognized that the
“Agreement on the formation of the USSR of 1922, which the RSFSR Supreme Council “denounced” on
December 12, 1991, had not existed as an independent legal document. The original version of this
Treaty was subjected to radical processing and already in a revised form entered the 1924 Constitution
of the USSR. In 1936, the new Constitution of the USSR was adopted, with the entry into force based
on which the Constitution of the USSR of 1924 ceased to operate, including the 1922 Treaty on the
Formation of the USSR. In addition, a resolution of the Supreme Council of the RSFSR of December
12, 1991 denounced the international treaty of the Russian Federation, which, in accordance with the
norms of international law codified by the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties of 1969, was not
subject to denunciation at all. "**. However, the “collective memory” in the post-Soviet space continues
to be a bearer of politically packed false knowledge about the formation of the USSR, and educational
institutions support this lie.

In 2015, the Parliament of Ukraine passed a law on open access to the archives of communist
special services (1917-1991). According to this law, no one can restrict access to these documents. Only
victims of political repression can limit access to information about themselves for a specified period.
Copying of documents is free of charge. The initiators of this law explain this position by the fact that
the information about the massive violations of human rights, which were commited by the Soviet
repressive system, should be freely available.

The opening of the archives entailed great interest toward the topic from various interested
groups: from researchers who received hundreds of thousands of declassified documents for writing
their scientific works, to ordinary citizens who began to search the archives for information about
their repressed relatives. One of the important target groups are media representatives who can also
find information in the archives for their publications and stories.

Cooperation with the media on the issue of the declassified KGB archives was especially actu-
alized with the beginning of the hybrid warfare of the Russian Federation against Ukraine. A lot of
anti-Ukrainian disinformation campaigns, fake news and propaganda appeal to the Soviet period of
history of the twentieth century.

In 2018, the Center for Research of the Liberation Movement, a Ukrainian NGO, realizing the im-
portance of these issues, initiated the international archival educational program “Deconstruction.
KGB Archives for Media”. The objectives of this program were the following: 1) to teach media repre-
sentatives “archival literacy”: archival search algorithms, types of archival documents, the specifics
of documents of the Soviet special services, etc.; 2) to show how to deconstruct Russian-Soviet myths
in public/information space with the help of archival information; 3) to demonstrate that archives
contain many important stories that may be interesting for the audience of the media; 4) through the
involvement of the media, once again, to communicate to the society that KGB archives are open and
they can come there and look for needed information.

Researchers and media professionals from Ukraine, Poland, Slovakia and the Czech Republic were
involved in the project (the Czech Embassy in Ukraine and the Visegrad Fund initially supported the
development and implementation of the program). A workshop was organized for the media with the
following components: what archives are and what documents they store, how to read archival doc-
uments (how to distinguish the truth from falsification), how to write interesting texts on historical
topics (tips from editors of leading media) etc. The workshop participants also got the opportunity to
work with the copies of archival files and do practical tasks.

The next component was archival. One of the project partner was the Branch State Archive of the
Security Service of Ukraine, which stores the biggest part of the relevant documents (224 000 volumes
in Kyiv, and more than 700 000 volumes in regional departments). The Archive provided the opportu-
nity for journalists and consultants to work in the reading rooms during the program, and also helped
with the selection of documents.

The Center’s experts also prepared a manual “KGB Archives for Media” in Ukrainian, English and

Russian — books are freely available to all researchers on the website. The manual consists of two
parts: 1) archival - includes information about the types of archival documents, search algorithms,
lists of online archives and electronic archival databases; 2) media - about the specifics of journalis-
tic texts on historical subjects — advises, written by editors and representatives of leading Ukrainian
media.

Journalist-participants of the project prepared their materials as a result of processing of the
archival documents. The organizers did not influence the topic choices or the specifics of publica-
tions. The task of the experts was to provide consulting assistance, as well as assistance in finding
documents.

Four months after the end of the theoretical curriculum, the project’s participants (24 in total)
presented their materials based on documents from communist intelligence services. In total, over 55
materials have been published in this short period. Topics varied, they often depended on the specif-
ics of each particular publication or some events that were on the agenda for the time of publication.
For example, almost ten different materials were dedicated to the anniversary of the events of Prague
Spring (1968-2018). Journalists also worked on stories about Soviet agents; talked about surveillance
in universities; about well-known Ukrainian cultural figures who collaborated with KGB or were un-
der surveillance; about the KGB attempts to stop Western media broadcasting; etc. More information
about the project and links to the participants’ publications can be found here.

Materials were published in online and print media, presented on radio and television. After com-
pletion of the program, some project participants continued to work on the subject on their own and
prepare articles for the media using archival documents.

In 2019, the Center for Research on the Liberation Movement, together with the partners (the
Ukrainian MOOC platform EdEra and the International Renaissance Foundation), prepared and pre-
sented the “Declassified” online-course based on the program materials. The course is available in
Ukrainian in free access.

Summing up, we can say that (1) the opening of the KGB archives in Ukraine through the adop-
tion of a special law has stimulated interest toward these documents not only from historians, but
also from journalists and broader public; (2) access to the KGB archives is an important element of
countering misinformation related to the history of the relevant period; (3) educational program “De-
construction. KGB Archives for Media” helps media understand the algorithms of work with archival
documents and maintains interest toward these sources by publishing archival stories in a format
accessible for a wide audience. The experience of such educational programs can have a positive im-
pact on the intensification of the discussion about opening the KGB archives in the other post-Soviet
countries that still keep the secrets of the USSR under lock and key.
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State Memory Politics in the Former Soviet and
Eastern Bloc Countries

Politics of Memory and Research Institutions
on Communism in Romania

Institutionalizing the history and memory of the Communist regime in Romania after the great
change from 1989 has been done through two different approaches: a network of classical research
organizations, exhibitions, and archives that are in some cases rather obsolete and are not exclusively
focused on studying Communism, but are more general, and new public or private initiatives.

The main research facilities are supervised and funded by the Romanian Academy and consist of
the three institutes of history, based in the main three Romanian college towns, and attached to the
regional branches of the Romanian Academy: “Nicolae lorga” Institute of History in Bucharest, “A.D.
Xenopol” Institute of History in lassy, and “George Baritiu” in Cluj-Napoca. There is also a specialized
research center — the National Institute for the Study of Totalitarianism in Bucharest, founded after
the Revolution of December 1989, in April 1993. Its journal, Totalitarianism Archives, initially published
mainly declassified documents from various Romanian archives.

After 2004, the historical research of Communism became heavily politicized. In 2005, the Govern-
ment established its own research facility - The Institute for the Investigation of Communist Crimes
and the Memory of the Romanian Exile. Despite a good record of publishing serious books, its man-
agement was always politically motivated.

In Romania, the museification of Communism has more to do with nostalgia than with education.
The main attractions are the huge buiding of the Parliament, formerly known as the “House of the
Republic” or the “House of the People” and lately Nicolae Ceausescu’s private residence the Spring
Palace in Bucharest. The National Museum of History, the legal owner of the collection of the former
Museum of the Communist Party, has a lot of things to exhibit, but it is still closed for some years for
restoration.

However there is the Sighet Memorial, on the site of the former political prison from Sighet, in the
Northern part of Romania, a detention place where the “bourgeois” political elite was detained at the
beginning of the 50's. In 1997, it was opened as a permanent exhibition. Few years later, the Foundation
that runs the Sighet Memorial opened a small exhibition in Bucharest.

There is no museum of communism, but there is a brand new presidential initiative from August,
2019 to open a "Museum of Communist Horrors”, which sounds more like an amusement park than a
real museum.

The Communism archives are divided between the National Archives of Romania and the Na-
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tional Council for the Study of the Securitate Archives. The National Archives of Romania is a friend-
ly, research-oriented institution. This institution was designated to take over the main political and
historical archive of the former totalitarian regime: the documents from the Central Committee of
the Romanian Communist Party. After the Revolution of December 1989, the archive of the Party went
into the custody of the Army, but at the beginning of the next decade the decision was taken to be
handed over to the National Archives of Romania. The huge amount of documents produced between
1921 - the founding date of the Party — and its demise in 1989 consists in thousands of files of the
former Sections of the Central Committee, especially after 1944, when the Communist Party took over
the Government.

Studying the social and political history of Romania in the 20th century is impossible without the
files form the National Archives. Despite the lack of new technical infrastructure, the National Archives
of Romania provide an excellent place for researchers with the help of highly skillful professionals,
friendly and pro-academic attitude.

Established in 2000, the National Council for the Study of the Securitate Archives main goal is to
verify the past of the candidates to elections and to high offices, as regards their relation to the former
secret police.

The second group target by the National Council for the Study of the Securitate Archives consists
of the persons who consider themselves victims of the Communist regime. Anyone who considers
entitled to claim reparations can have access to the personal files.

Scientific research, although clearly stated by the law, comes as an extra. The new institution
transferred some of the secret archives of the former political police, including the historical part of
it — the files taken by the Securitate from the former Siguranta - much of it having no relation with the
Communist regime, but instead being now accessible with same restrictions as the political one. The
decision-making process is highly politicized - the governing college is appointed exclusively on po-
litical grounds by parliamentary parties — and despite the fact that many of the members are academ-
ics, no comprehensive attitude toward researchers can be traced. Its structure divides researchers in
two different categories: “internal” researchers - employees of the National Council for the Study of
the Securitate Archives — and “external” ones - ordinary researchers from outside. A general secretive
attitude and the bureaucratic access make this archive a non-friendly place for academic research.

Nowadays the public debate, the academic research and display of the history of Communism in
Romania is a political tool in the electoral competition between parties.
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Progressive’ changes and ‘stagnant’ continuity: research
experience in the Central State Archive of Uzbekistan

This presentation began with a brief history of the Central State Archive of Uzbekistan™ (CSAU),
since its establishment in 1919. Briefly addressed the expansion of funds in the 1920s and 1930s.
Among the most noteworthy acquisitions were the documents of Qoshbegi of Bukharan emirate ser-
endipitously found in an abandoned warehouse in the 1930’s. This fund, #1-125 is one of the biggest
collections of historical Islamicate documents in the Persianate world. The issues of preservation and
cataloguing the collection were addressed in the concluding part of the presentation.

After discussing the Soviet period of the archive presentation moved on to the period of inde-
pendent Uzbekistan. The archival legislation and subsequent amendments 1999-2016 were mentioned
in brief. The gist of the section, however, was about excision of Uzbek Communist Party and Uzbek
SSR KGB archives from the legislation and consequently from the Central State Archive as well. While
the former was transferred to the office of the president’s administration®, the latter was kept with
the successor organization of KGB UzSSR namely, National Security Service”. The exclusion of these
extremely important bodies of the documents from the scope of open legislation and de-facto from
the researchers’ access rendered the legislation on the archival access and freedom of information in
this domain very limited. Currently, the country archives are regulated according to the law on archival
work passed by the local parliament on 03.11.2009 and adopted on 07.05.2010%.

The other part of the presentation highlighted the prohibitive stance of the law and its practices
towards archival access, especially by foreign researchers. This section was told from the perspective
of a researcher facing all the hurdles of application, registration, and obtaining permission from the
archive (CSAU). A short description of the archival facilities, modes of operation, location, entry pro-
cedures, and similar routines were provided. For example, the archive is not entitled to issue permits
for foreign researchers wishing to work there. All foreign nationals have to apply through the ministry
of foreign affairs for the archival permit and this is a lengthy process lacking transparency. Even a lo-
cal researcher has to provide institutional backing for a smooth process of obtaining the permit. The
access to the reading room, as well as to the archive itself is controlled by policemen with very limited
experience in dealing with security clearance to buildings and even more limited language skills. The
research room capacity is 9-12 research desks and often, especially in the summers, full. Recently in-
stalled water cooler provides some relief but otherwise, the whole building lacks any cafeteria and the
neighbourhood offers a very little option for food and refreshments during lunchtime.

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Last but not least, the recent changes of legislation on the archives and archival practices were
addressed. Although there is precious little in this regard presently, early signs are hopeful. Starting
from 2020 all documents before 1917 should be de-classified. Again, this period limit leaves nearly all
Soviet-era sensitive papers out of reach of a researcher. There is no clear mechanism of de-classifica-
tion, though the relevant by-law states it should be completed till 01.06.2020". It remains to be seen,
however, whether this initiative is a one-time-only legal action or will be put into regular practice and
establish a legal culture of routine de-classification of important documents.

The new regulation on the archival regulatory body is in place since 08.02.2020%. There is also the
decree by the cabinet of ministers on improving the archival practices in Uzbekistan?, but the new
law on archives following the statements of this decree is yet to be drafted and proposed. Overall the
archival practices and access to archival holdings, unlike many other spheres, are yet to be affected by
the reformatory zeal of a new administration in Uzbekistan, leaving prohibitive nature of the existing
archival law largely intact.

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Recovery of the ‘forgotten’ past - the Polish experience

The shift to democratic politics in Poland after the fall of communism triggered an intensive
re-evaluation of the national past. This was primarily driven by the new political elites who strove
to endow the new state with a different set of foundational values. The recovery of a past officially
erased and censored by the communist regime manifested itself in historical resolutions adopted
by the new Polish parliament, the revision of officially celebrated holidays, the sponsoring of new
monuments, opening of museums and the adoption of memory laws which sanctioned a post-1989
interpretation of historical events. A special institution, the Institute of National Remembrance, was
also established in 1999 and was tasked with the re-evaluation of twentieth-century Polish history.

The process of the recovery of the past occurred in two interrelated fields. First, Poland’s relations
with neighbouring countries and ethnic minorities during the Second World War were reexamined.
The main focus was on Polish-Soviet relations, but Polish-Jewish, Polish-Ukrainian and Polish-German
relations were also re-evaluated. Events such as the secret 1939 protocol to the Molotov-Ribbentrop
pact (which divided Eastern Europe into German and Soviet spheres of influence), the Katyn massacre
(the mass execution of Polish prisoners of war by the NKVD in 1940) and the deportation of the Polish
population to the USSR in 1939-1941 became part of official historical knowledge. The other area of
revisionist activity related to the history of communist Poland, mainly the consolidation of commu-
nist power in the Polish People’s Republic and persecution of political opponents by the communist
regime.

The process of the recovery of the ‘forgotten’ past was conditioned by number of factors. First,
Poland’s relationship with the Russian Federation in the 1990s was shaped by foreign policy priorities:
joining NATO and the European Union. It was important to ensure, throughout the accession process,
that disagreements with Russia over the interpretation of historical events could not be used to ham-
per Poland’s attempt to reorient itself towards the West. Second, the transition to democratic politics
had been negotiated with Polish communists, making any comprehensive reckoning with the post-war
communist past initially difficult. Moreover, an initial decline in living standards during the first phase
of economic transformation paved the way for the former communist party to win the parliamentary
elections in 1993 and 2001. Although the party refashioned itself as a western social democratic party,
supporting Poland’s membership of NATO and the EU, it tried to preserve the commemorative heritage
of the communist regime. Third, the post-1989 administrative reforms regulating the functioning of
local government in Poland made local councils responsible for erecting and removing monuments
and naming (and renaming) public spaces such as streets and squares. Thus, to a large extent the
commemorative landscape in Poland has been shaped by local authorities that are directly account-
able to their electorate and have to take into consideration local attitudes towards the re-evaluation
of the past when taking decisions. Here, there was the issue of a general reluctance to rename streets
because of the financial and other everyday implications that such renaming involved. But equally,
the war and post-war historical experiences, different in different regions of Poland, played their part.

However, one of the most important factors that impacted on the process of the recovery of the
past in Poland was the bitter rivalry between factions within the post-Solidarity camp. In the 1980s the
Solidarity movement was united by opposition to the communist regime but once communism had
collapsed, different attitudes to social values and economic policies resurfaced. In consequence, no
consensus emerged over the assessment of the post-war era (especially the post-Stalinist era), how
far the recovery of the past should go and who should have the authority to oversee it. And finally, the
re-evaluation of the past was also conditioned by global processes. In the last few decades, in demo-
cratic systems, central authorities’ dominant position in constructing and endorsing a particular nar-
rative of the past has been eroding. The rise of new means of global communication, developments
in media technologies, cross-cultural contact and the emergence of diverse groups engaged in their
own politics of identity have brought about a fragmentation of national memory, democratization of
memory and a cosmopolitanization of memory. This has resulted in a more pluralistic understanding
of whose memories of the past should matter.

Thus, overall in Poland, the process of reckoning with the past is characterized not only by con-
crete accomplishments but also by bitter conflicts, often referred to as Poland’s memory war. This
situation can best be illustrated by two examples. Major, prize-winning multimedia museums were
built that provide information about events previously censored from Polish history, such as The
Warsaw Uprising Museum (2004) and Polin, Museum of the History of Polish Jews (2013) in Warsaw and
the Museum of the Second World War (2017) in Gdansk. At the same time, these museums are a source
of ongoing controversy with politically motivated interference in the process of appointing manage-
ment boards and museum directors. Another instructive example of how challenging the process
of reckoning with the past has been relates to the de-communization of public space. After the fall
of communism many monuments commemorating communist heroes disappeared from the central
locations of towns and cities. The renaming of public space followed, but the process was not every-
where completed. Many municipal authorities - for various reasons - did not initiate a comprehensive
decommunization of public space. The first attempt to impose from above the mandatory removal of
symbols that were described as ‘glorifying communism’, such as Red Army monuments, goes back to
2000. The Bill, however, was not approved by a majority in parliament because it was perceived as too
radical a form of state intervention in commemorative space. Although agreeing that symbols ‘glorify-
ing communism’ are inconsistent with the values of the new Polish state, many politicians questioned
whether a commemorative landscape could be ‘cleaned up’ from above by administrative decree.
There was also uneasiness about the very process of identifying symbols ‘glorifying communism’.
Eventually, the law was passed in 2016 when the Law and Justice party’s government had a working
majority in parliament. It forces local authorities to remove the names of public spaces that ‘symbol-
ize communism’. In October 2017 an amendment to this law was adopted that extends this legislation
to monuments. However, the implementation of this memory law has not been without its problems
as many local authorities have challenged the mandatory renaming of streets in courts.

Consequently, so far, the Polish state has not managed to monopolize or to fully control the
re-evaluation of twentieth-century Polish history. Throughout the long period of post-communist
transformation, the process of the recovery of the ‘forgotten’ past has been driven by international
and domestic pressures and agendas. Overall, there has been consensus as to what past needs to be
recovered when it comes to martyrological events in Poland’s history, especially in relation to the Sec-
ond World War. In the case of post-war Polish history there has been less of a consensus about what
exactly happened and why. The central authority’s attempts to establish itself as a single authority
on ‘historical truth’ has not sat well with all groups that have a stake in the re-evaluation of the past.
Democratic transition which included administrative decentralization meant that local authorities
and diverse communities of memory have insisted on more pluralistic understandings of power rela-
tions. Equally, the process of the recovery of the past has been undermined by oppositional politics
of memory. The reckoning with the past has frequently been used to discredit political opponents and
weaponized in internal struggles for power and therefore has been treated with suspicion by some
sections of Polish society. In such conditions building national trust (imperative to effectively influ-
ence the process of reckoning with the past) has been a challenging task.
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State Memory Politics in Georgia after 1991 and Similarities
with the Other Post-Soviet Countries

In the process of elaborating a common methodology for accessing memory politics in differ-
ent countries, the Institute for Development of Freedom of Information (IDFI) divided the evaluation
scheme into four dimensions: legal, institutional, commemorative and monumental. Following this
scheme, the papers is focused on the overview of the memory politics in Georgia since 1991 and its
comparison with the post-Soviet, mainly the Baltic States.

Within the frame of the legal dimension, the paper covers the three issues: lustration, prohibition
of totalitarian symbols and the rehabilitation of victims. Due to the political tensions and the fire in
the KGB building during the Tbilisi Civil War which destroyed 210 000 archival files, the adoption of the
Lustration law in Georgia had been procrastinated until 2011 when the Parliament of Georgian finally
adopted the Freedom Charter. Freedom Charter encompasses three main directions: anti-terrorist
activities, lustration and the prohibition of the Soviet symbols. By comparing, the Freedom Charter
with the similar laws in Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia, it can be argued that the major problem for the
Lustration law in Georgia is the destroyed KGB archives which in many cases makes it impossible to
disclose information about the Soviet secret service officers, establish their political responsibility
and prevent them from holding public posts. Also, the effectiveness of the Commission at the State
Security Service, which is responsible for gathering data about the people who have collaborated
with the totalitarian secret service through legal means and producing the relevant registry, seems
relatively vague.

As for the prohibition of totalitarian symbols, the Freedom Charter restricts the public display of
certain symbols. However, regardless of the existence of such law, its execution and the effectiveness
of the Commission, responsible for monitoring such cases, remains unclear. According to the informa-
tion acquired by IDFI from the State Security Service, until 2015, the Commission had only met once
while between 2016 and 2017, it only asked five entities to stop displaying Communist totalitarian
symbols. To this day, the Georgian society has witnessed a number of cases when Stalin’s statues were
erected in different locations while there are also many streets in Georgia named not only after Stalin
but after the other Soviet leaders as well.

Concerning the rehabilitation of victims, the paper describes the relevant legislation and the
changes it has experienced. In Georgia, the rehabilitation of victims of the totalitarian regime is reg-
ulated by the law “On the Acknowledgment of Citizens of Georgia as Victims of Political Repression
and Social Protection of Repressed Persons” adopted in 1997. According to this law, political and social
rights, military and special titles, awards and private property will be restored to those individuals
who are recognized as the victims of repressions. A separate article also regulates the compensation
of the victims, indicating that such individuals have right to request compensation from the state, but
if a repressed person is already dead, his or her lawful heir is eligible to claim the indemnity. Today
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compensation limit is minimum 1000 GEL and maximum 2000 GEL. However, the major challenge for
the rehabilitation of the victims of the totalitarian regime in Georgia is the fact that the majority of the
KGB documents, containing the information about the victims, were burnt during the Tbilisi Civil War.

Within the frame of the institutional dimension, the paper compares the state commissions of
historical truth and the museums of occupation in Georgia, Estonia, Lithuania and Latvia with one an-
other. In Georgia, the commission named “The Commission for Establishment of the Historical Truth”
was established in 2010 and already in 2011, it published the 50-page document about the 200 years
of Russian occupation. Their report was in line with the state discourse, which created a metanarrative
of Russian occupation, linking the contemporary occupation of Abkhazia and South Ossetia by the
Russian Federation with the past occupations of the Georgian territories by the Bolsheviks and the
Russian Empire. Therefore, it can be considered that, unlike the Baltic States, this Commission served
more to the explanation and framing of the contemporary developments between Russia and Georgia
in light of the historical background than to the reassessment of the past events and the rehabilita-
tion of victims of the totalitarian regime.

As for the commemorative dimension, first, it should be emphasized that the celebration of 9 May
has particular significance in the post-Soviet space, mainly legitimizing the Russian narrative about
its monopoly on the victory in the Second World War for which it has become a contentious topic in
many former Soviet republics. Although Georgia and Ukraine have firmly declared the course of west-
ernization, 9 May is still a public holiday in these countries. The paper shows when all of the fifteen
post-Soviet countries celebrate the victory in WWII and highlighta that the Baltic states are the only
ones where 9 May is not a public holiday. Then, the street names as a particular form of commemora-
tion are discussed. It is shown that although most of the post-Soviet states have renamed the streets
commemorating Soviet leadership and ideologists and the Georgian Freedom Charter also restricts
the Soviet symbolism, in Georgia, there are still several streets named after Stalin.

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Finally, within the frame of the monumental dimension, the paper covers the popular cases of
the removal of the Soviet statues in the post-Soviet countries such as the removal of Stalin’s statue
from Gori, Georgia, relocation of the Bronzer Soldier in Estonia and the demolition of Lenin’s statues
in Ukraine. While in Ukraine, the demolition of Lenin’s statues was a form of protest following Euro-
maidan, in Georgia and Estonia, it was an expression of the state policy, reflecting the geopolitical
choices of these countries, which was followed by a huge protest among some groups.

In conclusion, the main purpose of the paper is to provide the information about the four-di-
mensional evaluation scheme of the memory politics in different countries. Such division enables the
researchers from all over the world to follow the standardized template while assessing the memory
politics in particular countries and then conduct comparative analysis of different approaches. Com-
parison of memory politics in different countries reveals the best and worst practices as well as the
challenges that need to be addressed which is the primary purpose of IDFI's international project.
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The Activity of the Commission for the Study and
Evaluation of Totalitarian Communist Regime in the Republic
of Moldova: Why Has It Partially Failed?

The politics of memory played an important role in many parliamentary campaigns after 1991, but
especially during the last 10 years. In 2009, the anti-communist Liberal Party tried to gather electoral
support by invoking the need to outlaw the Communist Party, claiming that communism was as crim-
inal as National-Socialism in particular and Fascism as a whole. Another important political party of
the Alliance for European Integration, the Liberal Democratic Party, was very critical of the Communist
Party’s reluctance to condemn communist-era crimes. It promised to restore the pro-Romanian and
pro-European national discourse on dominance in history in the 1990s. The strong appeal to the Mol-
dovan electorate of these two parties was due to the fact their leaders represented a new generation
of Moldovan politicians educated mainly in Romania and the West, with no nomenklatura past. Even
the oppositional “Our Moldova Alliance,” lead by former middle level nomenklatura members, played
the anti-communist card. Following the elections, these three parties, along with the Democratic Party
led by Marian Lupu, formed a coalition government in September 2009. Although the Communist Party
pursued a policy of rehabilitating Stalin and worshiping Lenin, during the 2009 electoral campaign it
changed its attitude toward the victims of mass deportations. Sensing the loss of popular support
after the violent anti-communist riots in Chisinau on April 7, 2009, the communist government allotted
around thirteen million Lei (one million US dollars) for reparation payments to the victims of Stalinist
deportations. This was an excellent example how the politics of memory was instrumentalized for
electoral purposes. Lustration was discussed publicly in 2005 and 2006. One of the leading national
weeklies, Jurnal de Chisinau, published around 200 interviews with local politicians and cultural per-
sonalities asking for their opinion about communism, the prospects of a lustration law, and if they
had collaborated with the KGB in the Soviet period. Although the majority condemned communism,
only a minority supported a lustration law and some voiced no regret for their Soviet-era collabora-
tion with the political police.

The breakthrough in the politics of memory came in January 2010 when a Presidential Commis-
sion for the Study and Evaluation of the Communist Totalitarian Regime was created by the interim
President of the Republic, Mihai Ghimpu, who was also the leader of Liberal Party. The Commission
included thirty members, among them historians, writers, sociologists, lawyers and linguists. As a
result, the previously inaccessible archival depositories were disclosed, including that of the former
KGB and the Ministry of Interior. The Commission was supposed to deliver a preliminary report by June
1, 2010, but it could not be finalized because there was no unanimity on the final version. There were
two contending groups, the one represented by former Soviet official historians who played now the
nationalistic card and another composed of young historians educated in Romania and in the West,
who insisted on a more balanced approach, rejecting the ethnicization of the Communist repressions.
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Finally, a volume covering the main contributions of the members of the Commission was published
in the fall of 2011 in Chisinau. It comprised the main aspects related to repressive policies of Moscow
in former Moldavian SSR, including several chapters on Soviet nationalities policy and an extensive
chapter on the politics of memory of Chisinau authorities after 1989. The first part of the volume in-
cludes articles written by historians and political scientists from Eastern and Central Europe, including
several members of the Presidential Commission for the Analysis of the Communist Dictatorship in
Romania. These scholars helped their Moldavian colleagues by generously sharing their experience
in working in the Romanian archives and dealing with administrative issues related to the access to
previously secret files. Several volumes of documents were also published as a result of the activity
of the Commission and others will be published in the years to come.

The outcomes of the Moldovan Commission for the Study and Evaluation of the Communist To-
talitarian Regime in the Republic of Moldova have been summarized briefly by one of its young mem-
bers, Andrei Cusco, who holds a Ph.D. in History from the Central European University: “The Commis-
sion’s effectiveness was limited by the vagueness of its mandate; the short time span of its operation;
the lack of effective legal tools (subpoena powers); the limited political support for its work and the
tendency of certain political forces to use it for their own purposes; and the underrepresentation of
the civil society, the victims’ associations, and ethnic minorities in the Commission. However, it helped
open previously inaccessible archival (including secret police) files and it increased public awareness
of the nature and consequences of the former regime. The Commission represents only the first step
in the creation of a complex and multilayered institutional structure that might eventually lead to
an effective system of transitional justice in Moldova”. This is the best way to summarize the limits,
successes and failures of the above-mentioned ‘truth’ Commission in Moldova.
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The Limits of Iconoclasm: Soviet War Memorials
since the End of Socialism

There is a widespread perception that the countries of the former Soviet bloc removed all or
most communist era public monuments soon after the end of socialism. Based on a number of heavily
publicized instances of iconoclasm, this claim is wildly exaggerated. Focusing on war memorials, the
paper provides an overview? of cases of destruction and removal, starting in Soviet times. It shows
that centralized campaigns to remove Soviet war memorials (as opposed to local initiatives) have
been the exception rather than the rule. Thus the most recent Polish decommunization campaign is
an outlier among post-socialist policies regarding such memorials. The paper also contextualizes cas-
es of removal and destruction by mentioning other ways of dealing with Soviet war memorials, such
as symbolic marginalization, artistic interventions, or new construction.

Even more than Ukraine’s 2014-15 “Leninfall,” the Polish government’s recent campaigns to have
Red Army memorials removed has reignited the debate about socialist-era monuments in Eastern Eu-
rope. Drawing on a much more detailed forthcoming overview, this brief essay contextualizes the Pol-
ish case by focusing on the removal and destruction of Soviet war memorials across national borders.

Is Poland an outlier, or is it simply completing a process started in 1989?

There is a widespread perception that the countries of the former Soviet bloc removed all or most
communist-era public monuments soon after the end of socialism. Based on a number of heavily
publicized instances of iconoclasm, this claim is in fact wildly exaggerated. It glosses over significant
differences between countries and fails to capture the important distinction between the remarkably
few centrally orchestrated removal campaigns and the far more frequent but less sweeping instances
of monuments removed or modified through local initiative. Most importantly perhaps, it does not
distinguish between different types of monuments.

Though sometimes similar in style to other types of statues, war memorials are special because
they refer to a complex and contested shared history, and because many of them, even those in
central public locations, stand atop war graves. Such memorials are often protected by the Geneva

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Conventions? and a series of bilateral treaties with Russia, Belarus and Ukraine®, even though all of
these are vague enough to allow for shifting interpretations. Some memorials have been symbolically
marginalized without any modification; others, including many in post-Soviet countries, have decayed
due to neglect:

In addition, a surprising number of new memorials to Red Army soldiers have been built (often
but not exclusively in cemeteries) across the former Soviet sphere of influence and as far afield as the
United States, Israel, and China. They are often sponsored by state agencies or wealthy donors from
Russia or Kazakhstan, but sometimes commissioned and constructed by new immigrants and long-
time residents with biographical connections to the former Soviet republics. Along with members of
political minorities that sympathize with Soviet or Russian views of the war for a variety of reasons,
these groups have also begun using existing memorials as centers of new commemorative rituals for
those who fought and died in the war»® Whereas such rituals previously tended to follow state-or-
chestrated choreographies, participants are now developing a range of bottom-up practices empha-
sizing the commemoration of individuals, even though there is a debate about the extent to which
such practices end up buttressing Kremlin-backed geopolitical projects. Examples include the hugely
popular processions known as the Immortal Regiment and various secular pilgrimages organized to
visit Soviet war memorials in different countries.

Thus, overall, demolition or removal has only been one among many ways of dealing with Soviet
war memorials, and hardly the most frequent.

The most spectacular, and most tragic, act of destruction of a Soviet war memorial took place on
December 19, 2009, in Georgia. As part of the decentralization of political institutions, a new parlia-
ment was going to be built in Kutaisi, then the country’s second-biggest city. To make way for it and
as a gesture of symbolic deSovietization, President Mikheil Saakashvili ordered Kutaisi's Monument
of Military Glory to be blown up. The botched detonation sent debris of the 40 meter reinforced steel
structure flying hundreds of meters through the air, killing a woman and her eight-year-old daughter
and injuring several other people, some of them severely.

Interpreting the monument as a symbol of Soviet occupation was dubious: after all it was a work

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by two artists from Thilisi that used motifs from Georgian folklore to commemorate the war dead
from the republic. In any case, the top-down decision to destroy it long remained exceptional, though
paradoxically there were antecedents from Soviet times.

Detonations and demolitions of individual war memorials had taken place in the Soviet Union
as early as the 1950s and early 1960s. Until 1953, memorials put up by local residents or individual
army units were sometimes destroyed to make way for monuments more closely aligned with official
ideology. After Stalin’s death, memorials that commemorated the victory of 1945 in the shape of mon-
umental Stalin statues were singled out for demolition. The victory monument in Erevan, the capital of
Armenia, is one example: the 16.5-meter statue gazing towards Turkey from atop a 33-meter pedestal
was dismantled in 1962 and later replaced with a statue of Mother Armenia.

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In the 1960s, countless early war memorials - typically simple concrete obelisks lined with granite
slabs — were destroyed in order to be replaced with somewhat more elaborate monuments. In addi-
tion, there were repeated attacks by individuals — for example in Estonia, Poland and East Germany -
on monuments to Soviet soldiers and war memorials that they saw as symbols of Russian occupation.

Since 1989 there have also been spontaneous attacks of this kind and acts of vandalism; yet most
war memorials were initially spared from state-orchestrated removal, let alone destruction. Be it in
Riga or Lviv, Budapest or Brno: while statues of Lenin or of Feliks Dzerzhinsky, leader of the first Soviet
secret police, were often systematically dismantled, there were far fewer removals of war memorials
and only occasional instances of complete destruction. Memorials selected for removal were typically
statues of individual figures from the pantheon of Soviet war heroes - or else tank monuments.

Poland was a partial exception to this rule. In the post-war years, numerous monuments of grat-
itude to the Red Army had been erected there in central locations that already served as burial sites.
Even as soldiers’ mortal remains were transferred to cemeteries, the monuments often remained at
the original sites, and more were built. By 1993, of the nearly 500 monuments of this kind, 130 were
removed from public spaces and often replaced with freedom monuments.? Crucially, however, this
happened through local initiative rather than by directive from Warsaw. Accordingly, Poland saw sig-
nificant regional and local variation both in policies regarding such monuments and in residents’
attitudes to their removal.

The same goes for most other East and Central European countries. Hungary, often cited as a case
of early de-communization of public space, can serve as another example. In 1993, after a controver-
sial debate, Budapest's municipal General Assembly decided to open a statue park on the outskirts of
the city.” In addition to other statues from the capital city, this came to house some Red Army mon-
uments, most notably perhaps the Soviet soldier standing at the foot of the Liberty Statue on Gellért
Hill. However, the Assembly’s decision only concerned Budapest itself. Even there, the large Red Army
Monument on Liberty Square has survived acts of vandalism, calls for removal, and counter-monu-
ments. In the case of the monument to Hungary’s own Red Army (of 1919) in Budapest, a referendum
was even held in which residents voted against removal. Outside of the capital, removal was also far
from systematic, as evidenced by the Soviet tank monument in Hortobagy in Eastern Hungary.

In Lithuania, most war-related statuary not marking a gravesite did succumb to a wave of spon-
taneous iconoclasm in 1990-91, but again this was not due to a central government decision. Many
statues were eventually relocated to Grutas Park, opened in 2001. Among other war memorials, they
include several statues of Lithuanian partisan Maryté Melnikaité and of military commanders asso-
ciated with the period before 1941. In addition, however, it also includes stones removed from Soviet
war graves.?

Acts of removal have continued throughout the post-socialist period. In most cases these have
been initiated by local actors and justified with reference to local circumstances. The typical rationale

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has been a desire to find a more appropriate site for commemoration. A reverse development has oc-
curred in a number of places in Russia and Belarus, where new monuments have often been erected
in the post-Soviet period in more central, easier to reach locations.

The best-known example of a politically motivated conflict was the one surrounding the remov-
al of the Tallinn Bronze Soldier from its original location in the city center to a military cemetery in
April 2007 With this decision, the Estonian central government intervened in an existing contro-
versy. The commemorative rituals surrounding Victory Day (9 May) had been growing in popularity
as Russian-speaking residents rediscovered the monument as a site of collective self-identification.
In response, Estonian nationalists were interpreting it as a symbol of occupation and holding coun-
terdemonstrations in front of it. The government’s attempt to resolve the conflict in technocratic
fashion® by removing the controversial monument added fuel to the flames, resulting in several days
of clashes that left one person dead. In turn, the conflict in Estonia fanned renewed debates about
monuments in other countries.

Other types of conflicts arose where monuments had acquired new meanings: as touristic re-
sources, as landmarks for orientation or as improvised skate parks. Thus Legnica, which had housed
the headquarters of the Soviet army in Poland, had started using its own central brotherhood monu-
ment to market itself as Little Moscow?®, spurred by the success of a film of the same name - reason
enough to resist encroachment from Warsaw. Sofia, the Bulgarian capital, falls in the same catego-
ry: here those defending the Soviet war memorial included not only embassy officials and left-wing
groups, but also skateboarders protective of a space they had appropriated for their own activities.*

In Ukraine, the decommunization laws of 2015-16 focused on statues of communist leaders, which
were easier to interpret as symbols of occupation than memorials to the fallen of an army in which
millions of Ukrainians had fought. War memorials were sometimes reinterpreted and inscribed in
new commemorative practices, but they were not dismantled. The few exceptions concerned mili-
tary commanders who also occupied senior political positions. Even this criterion is far from being
unequivocal. In the case of the widely respected Soviet Ukrainian partisan leader Sidor Kovpak, even
the law’'s authors admitted not having a clear-cut opinion. Conversely, the Kharkiv city administration
kept a statue of Marshal Georgy Zhukov off the decommunization list by invoking its artistic value. One
monument threatened with demolition at the time of writing is the Military Glory Monument in Lviv,
which is dedicated to victory in the war, but also to the post-war Soviet army - it was quite deliberate-
ly erected near the outer border of the Soviet Union soon after its armed forces crushed the Prague
Spring. However, the removal campaign does not stem from the decommunization laws: it was initiat-
ed by local activists, just as its most active opponents are local preservationists and urban historians.

Thus, despite the Ukrainian and other antecedents, when Poland’s national-conservative govern-
ment launched its campaign in October 2017, it was the first time that a systematic, centrally organized
program of removing Soviet war memorials took off in a post-socialist country. An amendment to the

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2016 law prohibiting communist propaganda explicitly mentioned gratitude monuments and other
war memorials. Exceptions can be made upon application, but the law granted the government-ap-
pointed voivodes (governors) and government-affiliated Institute of National Memory wide-ranging
interpreting and decision-making powers. While government intervention occasionally meets with
creative resistance by local administrations and residents, such countermeasures are not always suc-
cessful.

Thus the most problematic feature of the Polish government’s campaign is the deliberate deci-
sion to ride roughshod over the monuments’ diverse meanings, and wrestle control over public space
from local residents by imposing a single top-down interpretation. Indeed, the debate about war me-
morials is often framed as a conflict between two grand narratives of history, with offended Russian
commentators accusing the Polish side of geopolitical affront and attempts to rewrite history. Yet
monuments are more than text: over the course of their history they often acquire multi-layered local
meanings beyond those intended by their creators or read into them by historians and politicians.
This does not necessarily make them less controversial, but it does mean that a controversy about
monuments is never simply about who has a correct understanding of history.
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Contemporary art as a medium for memory

Alexandra Tsay,

A number of contemporary artists in Kazakhstan are increasingly exploring the theme of collec-
tive memory and trauma in their art practices. In this article, using the case of my curatorial project,
the exhibition “Living Memory”, | would like to talk about art as a medium for collective memory and
artists as memory activists who work with the difficult past and reflect on it. The artistic practices be-
come a form of remembering and the form of resisting forgetting. The art is close to the affective and
emotional perception of life, it is a synthesis between analytical and sensual perception, it embodies
and transmits what text cannot transmit. The art is an important instrument to work with collective
memory and trauma, as it brings the viewer, the person closer to the painful experience common for
thousands of people in the past.

The exhibition “Living Memory” is devoted to the history and collective memory of the Stalinist
repressions in the 1930-1940s in Kazakhstan — a period which witnessed such events as collectiviza-
tion, sedentarization, mass famine, violent deportations and the organization of a system of labor
camps. The exhibition reflects on suppressed collective memory and personal memory, family stories
and the way in which Stalinist repressions are perceived by the contemporary Kazakhstani society. The
artists of the exhibition, including Alexander Ugay, Oleg Karpov, Roman Zakharov, Asel Kadyrkhanova,
Said Atabekov, Bakhyt Bubikanova, Zoya Falkova, and Rashid Nurekeev, work with memory and trau-
ma, examine the relationship between collective and personal, explore the possibility of remember-
ing, raise the question about archives as our knowledge about ourselves and the way of remembering
ourselves.

Photography is one of the main media for memory. It appeared from the desire to catch the mo-
ment, defeat the time, it is a certificate of the presence, as Roland Barthes called it. “The certificate
of the presence”, a photograph is also an artifact of the time, a proof of authenticity of what had
happened. The authenticity while working with memory is not a characteristic and the quality, but an
attitude, a direction of thoughts and actions. Collective memory in the Soviet and post-Soviet space
too often became the object of manipulation, an ideological construct that was built depending on
the political agenda. The state, which used repressions, tended to suppress the memory of them. In
this context, artists, restoring memory and justice, raise the question of the need for genuine - repen-
tance to the innocent dead and ruined.

Alexander Ugay in his work “Memory - Objects” indicates the impossibility of transferring to the
present the experience of the past, especially the difficult experience of pain, and loss, and humilia-
tion. He presents a series of photographs taken in the archives of the Karaganda forced labor camp
(Karlag) and the Akmola camp of wives of traitors to the motherland (Algir). But the artist shows the
back side of the photograph, where people usually leave notes, small comments. Alexander makes
a reference to what remains outside the image - feelings, thoughts, sensations, tears, unevenness
of handwriting. The artist says that even an archival photograph is only a trace, a cast that will not
convey what you can only live through. Researchers of trauma write that a tragic experience, a painful
experience is very difficult to understand and feel for those who have never encountered it. And this
is one of the key questions for working with memory - how can I say something that cannot be said
in words?
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Alexander Ugay, Oleg Karpov, Roman Zakharov

Oleg Karpov, «Yawning voids»
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Oleg Karpov has been working with archives for several years. In his series «Yawning voids» he
presents the portraits from the group pictures and vignettes of the 1930s, whose faces were scratched
away from the pictures or painted over after the person had been convicted or sentenced to death.
The repressive apparatus did not only kill the person, it wanted to erase any mention of him, remove
him from the group picture, from collective memory. The rank and position did not matter, everyone
could be betrayed and forgotten, from the first secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party to its ordinary member. Oleg conducts reverse work, returns names, and collects portraits. His
work is a metaphor for many attempts to restore lost memory, the desire to approach, focus on what
repressive bodies wanted to expel and destroy. A line of portraits resembles the Soviet and modern
tradition of decorating their offices with images of leaders, only the “honor board” has a different
look, which indicates the reverse side of the story, which also concerns us, “descendants of negative
selection,” as the author writes.

Roman Zakharov also makes reference to archive, but he uses the personal archive, a story of
a family, he takes old photographs from the far top shelf. “Family album” - is a story of his family, a
very personal story, but the destiny of which was repeated by thousands of families. Susan Sontag
wrote that through photographs every family constructs its own chronicle - a portable set of images,
evidence of its existence and the ties that connect them to each other. A family album is created and
stored in almost every house, it tells about happy moments, about loved ones. The “Family Album” by
Roman Zakharov is not only a personal chronicle of the artists, but the story of so many, whose family
albums consist of the same pages and documents.

Asel Kadyrkhanova, an artist and a doctoral candidate at the University of Leeds, explores
post-Soviet memory and trauma through art. She works with theories of post-memory and trauma in
her artistic practices, referencing to the consequences of trauma - an extreme event or an event of
extreme brutality can last theoretically indefinitely. Symptoms of trauma appear lately, because at
the time of incident, the mind is not able to perceive what has happened. But later, the traumatic ex-
perience returns in the form of repetitions and flashbacks. An individual who has survived the trauma
does not seek to forget it, but wants to remember. Kadyrkhanova’'s work “Windows of tolerance” is the
reproduction, repetition of trauma that exists in the body of the city in form of window bars. The city
inhabitants are inheritors of collective experience, which they remember, but would it be possible to
forget? Asel embroiders the elements of window bar with red threads, constructing and deconstruct-
ing the collective memory, she embroiders with a seam she learnt from her mother, who learnt it from
her mother. The artist explores the family memory working with collective experience.

Zoya Falkova dedicates her artwork to the deaths of livestock and the people during the period
of collectivization and the great famine in the 1930s. According to different sources, from 800,000 to
2.5 million people died during that period in Kazakhstan. The artist uses real objects - human, horse
and lamb teeth, showing the close connection and dependence that existed between nomads and
cattle. Mirror reflections create the effect of repetition, the endless steppe and the endless space for
memory of those events.

Artis a form of remembering, a part of cultural memory, but it can also be a means of questioning
conventionalized narratives, resisting the instrumentalization of memory. For a person to preserve his
memory is to preserve his individuality, for a society, remembering means having hopes for the better
future. Critical collective memory, asking questions and judging, gives us hope. To paraphrase Aleida
Assman, hope and memory are the most ephemeral and fragile of what make us human beings.

1) The challenge

Eastern Europe, despite the fact that many of its countries are EU members, remains largely
incomprehensible to the West. This is partly because its history and culture have not been integrat-
ed into a common European cultural memory. Despite all the efforts to the contrary by a cohort of
excellent scholars, the recent history of the region is still dominated by accounts narrowly focusing
on political events, and culture under Communism is still associated with dull propaganda art and
boredom. This is, however, just one side of the full picture. This approach neglects the plethora of
personal strategies and practices of dissent that did not necessarily take the form of political oppo-
sition or active resistance but manifested in nonconformist cultural practices. In the final account,
behind the official forefront of propaganda, there often flourished highly innovative forms of culture
that responded -- and not only in an imitative way -- to developments on the other side of the Iron
Curtain. Further, simplistic accounts propagated by contemporary governmental memory politics all
over Eastern Europe suggest that the story of Communist dictatorships is a story of easily identifiable
victims and perpetrators. The COURAGE project works towards changing these clichés that overlook
the wide “grey zone”, and develops tools for understanding the historical dynamics of Eastern Euro-
pean societies that have consequences for today.
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The problem is that this alternative culture under Communism was (and still is) poorly document-
ed. This is for obvious reasons: while state-supported culture easily found its way to archives and
museums, and is often still to be found (despite the removal of many Communist-era monuments)
all over the urban space, collecting and documenting various forms of nonconformist art was not so
easy. The practice of collecting and documenting often was a result of a clandestine practice tolerated
by the institutions at best. There is a threat that this entire scene, particularly its most strongly coun-
tercultural elements, will fall into oblivion, despite its importance both aesthetically and as a crucial
source for understanding history and present-day life in Eastern Europe. These are the challenges that
required response.

2. Key results addressing the challenge

First, the COURAGE project created a platform for all the scattered and mostly hidden collections
representing nonconformist or counterculture in order to enhance the networking capacities of the
institutions holding these collections, and call the attention of researchers, educators, students and
the general public for the interesting materials they contain. This continuously growing portal that we
call the Registry is already available online in 15 languages (http://cultural-opposition.eu/registry/ ).

Second, we turned the traditional approach to cultural history upside down. Instead of studying
the movements themselves, we turned our attention to how these movements were documented. His-
tory is forged in the private or public archives at the first place. The decision that somebody preserves
a set of objects (images, manuscripts, music recordings, etc.) and arranges these in a particular order
has a great effect on how researchers perceive and interpret the materials. Also, the simple fact that
some collections are more visible and accessible, and some are less, will have a profound impact on
what kind of stories the historians tell. On our platform, we aim to present how the collection was set
up, who and why created and enriched the collection, and what social or political uses it had. There-
fore, it is not a simple database, but a complex and unique research tool.

Third, we channel our research to secondary and higher education by developing curricula, inter-
active online teaching materials and a comprehensive handbook on cultural opposition: our aim is to
involve the youth by playful learning methods. We are working with a great number of audio-visual
materials: the fine arts, photos, classical and popular music, secretly printed samizdat publications,
underground posters for concerts and alternative theatres, experimental videos, documentary films,
performance recordings, and many more. We address the wider public by organizing the documentary
film festival in several European cities accompanied by travelling exhibition and concerts, and let cit-
izens meet the protagonists of the underground scene during Communism.
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Shared Memory after the End of the Totalitarian
Communist Era in Latvia

Let us start by defining some terms. In the context of this report, the term “Totalitarian Commu-
nist Era” the whole period of communist rule over Latvia (1940-1990) is understood as totalitarian, as
total control over society is notable not only through violent and repressive Era of Stalinism, but also
before that (unsuccessful attempt to establish Bolshevik rule in 1918-1919) and after (including wide
usage of Orwellian nonviolent means of total control of society). The author shares the opinion that
totalitarianism is based not only on the level of violence and repressions executed by the regime over
its people, but also on the level of control it has obtained over various areas of people’s lives, includ-
ing ideological control, by various means, including nonviolent.

Modern Latvian society is sometimes characterized, on the basis of differences in collective mem-
ories on soviet “heritage”, as being of a dual nature (in reality there is much wider pluralism of shared
memories in Latvia). But there are certain preconditions to mark also this mentioned duality: social/
historical/ideological background of many of so called “russianspeakers” lies within socium of soviet
period migrants (including political and military authorities of occupational regime) who have lack
of family ties with Latvia in longer perspective, but instead of that are linked with ideological socium
which was formed by and around soviet military community of Baltic military district with its center
in Riga; many of Latvians have personal links with people repressed by soviets during Stalinism era;
confronting duality of Popular Front of Latvia and Interfront during Perestroika period transformed
into latent form of ideological struggle. This imagined duality could be illustrated by delusions of lost
glory and leading role in society by one and by self-victimization and desire of restoration of justice by
another group. In reality - majority of active part of Latvian society forms completely different group -
a generation without their own memories of USSR and personal sentiment and also lack of knowledge
toward one or another ideological judgement of the recent past. Generally, memories over soviet past
are not shared in families, but constructed by system of education, media and various (state and non-
state) actors of historical policy.

Within these two metagroups are significant plurality and historical mnemonical disputes are
notable in anti-communistic part of Latvian society. Restoration of independence on the basis of the
concept of state continuity brought some latent conflicts into common historical perception: firstly,
the concept of restoration of independence proclaimed in November 18, 1918 doesn’t gives a clear an-
swer —to the question if this statehood was lost in 1940because of soviet occupation, or if it happened
in 1934 when democracy was disbanded by authoritarian Coup d’Etat. This debate is fueled by state
policy of restoration of democracy and live family memories which in late 80ies/early 90ies mostly
covered authoritarian prewar period which, subjectively in people’s minds were marked as “a golden
period” before the war and soviet repressions. Secondly, there were two forms of restoration of inde-
pendence discussed - through winning of elections in a supreme council of Latvian SSR or through so
called Citizen’s Congress. Independence was reestablished through victory of Popular Front of Latvia
in soviet elections, and this solution did not satisfy the former leaders and supporters of Citizen’s

Congress. And finally - the roles of so called bright (moderate) communists in a struggle against hard-
liners, Latvian emigrees and former Forest Brothers® and nationalistic and/or dissident underground
brings us toward a various evaluations of the process of restoration of independence as a whole.

Anti-communist revisionism (1987-1999)

The first shift in formation of common memory is linked with the re-evaluation of the past during
Perestroika not only in Latvia, but on highest political stages of USSR where condemnation of Mo-
lotov-Ribbentrop pact was declared in late 1989. Following decade is marked by denial of all things
soviet and uncritical shift toward pre-war historical narratives and their adaptations from emigres’
community. It is important to note also, that socially active generation of late 80ies / early 90ies ex-
perienced their youth years a decade before — no matter what limits had existence in soviet lifestyle -
perception of youth, the fact that time it wasn't so violent in comparison to war time or Stalinism era,
and following experience of uncertainty in wild 90ies are important forms specifics of shared mem-
ories by these people. Already in late 80ies the ridiculization of USSR in public opinion was obvious.
Political anecdotes of that time prove that. But that doesn’t mean that regime has lost its totalitarian
framework.

Westernization (2000-ongoing)

With the new generation - those who had not been involved in soviet power relations and gained
their initial education in western oriented state or even in west itself, there are appears of signifi-
cant changes in history-writing and formation of common memories. Grown up Children of Perestroi-
ka have developed not only strong link to geopolitical western orientation of the state, but also to
western approaches and practices to building of common memory. One of most recent evolutions in
common memory building is connected with commemoration of victims of Holocaust, turning stress
of commemoration from ethnical stress on Jews as a victimized group to a identification of them as
equal citizens of Latvia. This step significantly raised compassion of wider society as it turned the
identification of group (and also common memories) from exclusional ethnic to inclusional civic one.
This also illustrates a wider shift of ethnocentrism in self-identification and memory-sharing, which
was core of ideological struggle for restoration of independence, to more globalized and civic orient-
ed approach.

Memory-sharing often transforms from individual to collective phenomena, but, if individual
memory-sharing acts as a form of cure of personal/family traumas, collectivization of this process
often leads to formalization of narratives, myth-building, transfer of personal traumas to collective
ones and unnecessary simplification — as in Hollywood movies. This Hollywoodization of shared mem-
ory leads to binary (good/bad) perception of past and deleting of borders between truth and fiction.

Most recent development of memory-sharing and result of evolution of archive opening (with
lack of academic comments and in-depth research) followed publication of KGB files with the agent
lists. Failure of government-appointed Commission for the Study of KGB Materials and following jour-

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nalistic research made real a kind of KGBagentization of common memory of late soviet period -
overall public demand for condemnation of KGB agents without understanding the KGB and LCP and
CPSU and Soviet system behind them. In public debate it seems that everything in soviet system of
control and repressions was about KGB agents — not KGB officers, not decision-makers of CPSU or
trade unions or Comsomol organization as real active state policy driving actors — only KGB agents,
and that in authors’ opinion is a significant threat to public awareness of the past in general.

Another mentionable factor that influences Latvian collective memory building is Kremlin's mem-
ory war. Collective perception of the Past as a mean of evaluation and determination of the Present
is considered as important element to ground geopolitical stance. History of Latvia (and memories
of Latvian people) as integral and undoubtful part of soviet history is perception which guides many
of sociopolitical actors of memory-sharing and building of identity. But also raise of geopolitical ten-
sions after annexation of Crimea by Russia led toward raise of conservativism in anti-Soviet stance in
common memories shared in Latvia on soviet past. Uncritical glorification of soviet past and undebat-
able demonization of any criticism of soviet history which is taken by Russian authorities as a core of
nation building and diplomatic pressure on Latvia since it chose to join NATO and EU is one of main
collision points also between shared memories on totalitarian communist era.

Besides that, shortages of human resources in historical research, the inaccessibility of Russian
archives, where many sources for Latvian history are stored, fragmentation of archival sources in
Latvia and also psycho-emotional denial of victimization and negativism in historical narratives in
younger auditory as well as denial of soviet past per se or unacceptability of collapse of soviet re-
gime in ideologically divided older generation leads to collective amnesia instead of memory sharing.
Families are failing in sharing memories of totalitarian communistic regime as in many cases these
memories were banned and partly lost already in the communist era and afterwards practices of
memory-sharing were institutionalized by other actors, but in another cases - these memories are
shaped by lost glory of former authorities of totalitarian regime. Western orientation of generation of
children of perestroika and following ones leads to situation that majority do not share memories, do
not remember and actually - do not care about soviet past.
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Archives, Conspiracies, Conspiracy Theories: the Case of the
Bulgarian Orthodox Church

Understandably, the expectations from opening of the communist secret services archives are
high. Society hopes that the archives will provide long awaited answers on the communist regime
and its collapse, and that this step will lead to greater transparency of institutions, it will restore the
justice, and pave the way for meritocratic development of the new elites. All those hopes are under-
standable and reasonable. At the same time, opening of the archives brings number of unforeseen
challenges. The main challenge is the possible discrepancy between the information, revealed in the
archives, and the public convictions, already established during the early years of the transition. How
do the public and institutions react when the revelations from the archives not only do not confirm
but even contradict the already established perceptions?

A good case study in this regard concerns the Bulgarian Orthodox Church. After the collapse
of communism in 1989, in Bulgaria, the problem of opening of the State Security archives remained
important but for quite a long time unresolved issue. Immediately after 1989, the former State Secu-
rity officers destroyed about 40% of personal files, which gave them ground afterwards to insist that
opening would have been useless and the truth would never be revealed. Nevertheless, after several
unsuccessful attempts, in late 2006 the Bulgarian Parliament adopted a Law for the access to the for-
mer State Security archives. Accordingly, in 2007 was established the so-called “Dossier Commission”
with three main tasks: first, to create and supervise centralized archive of all communist era secret
services; second, to provide access to this archive for victims and researchers; and third, to verify dif-
ferent categories of the post-communist state and public elite for affiliation with the State Security.
Surprisingly for many (including myself), during the following years the Commission started to fulfill
its statutory tasks, and gained public trust. After series of reports for different groups of the political
and economic post-communist elite, in the beginning of 2012, the Commission announced that its next
report would be on the leadership of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church.

The Church had just overcome deep crisis. Perceived as pillar of the national identity, at the
beginning of the transition, the Church was viewed as a victim of the communist regime, and the
large section of society expected that it would support democratic transition and decommunization.
Instead, in the early 1990s, the Church leadership became involved in bitter internal disputes. In 1992,
part of the Church’s leadership demanded the resignation of Patriarch Maxim on the grounds that
he had become Patriarch with the support of the Communist Party, evidence of which was found in
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the archives. That was the beginning of a large-scale and lasting internal “Schism” within the Church.
The conflict was accompanied by the occupation of buildings and churches, mutual accusations and
even clashes between supporters of the two groups. The public became persuaded that the group of
Patriarch Maxim (so-called “Canonical synod”) was close to the former communists, while the other
group, the so-called “Alternative Synod,” demanded decommunization of the Church and church life.
This group was led by three metropolitans: Metropolitan of Nevrokop Pimen (elected as “Alternative
Patriarch”), Metropolitan of Stara Zagora Pankraty and Metropolitan of Vratsa Kalinik. The crisis, which
became famous as the “the Church schism” was resolved as late as 2004 when the unity was restored
with the support of the Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew and the state.

The truth was revealed 10 years later. In 2012, the Church leadership tried to suspend the Dossier
Commission report on the ground that it represented undemocratic interference of the state in the
church life. Despite the opposition, in January 2012, the Dossier Commission published its report on
the affiliation of incumbent Metropolitans at that time with the communist State Security. Later on,
the Commission also provided the researchers with the access to the personal files of all Metropoli-
tans from the communist period. The 2012 report revealed that 12 out of the 15 incumbent Metropol-
itans were recruited in the communist period as State Security collaborators, either as young monks
or bishops. The information was accepted as an extremely unpleasant surprise. The only good news
was that ageing Patriarch Maxim was not among the State Security collaborators. At the same time,
it became clear that among them were all leading figures of the so-called “Alternative Synod”: the
Metropolitan of Nevrokop and “Alternative Patriarch” Pimen was the only State Security agent in the
Synod in the 1950s with a codename “Patriarch”; Metropolitan of Stara Zagora Pankraty, known as the
“foreign minister” of the Church, coordinated the foreign activities of the Bulgarian Church not only
with the Bulgarian State Security but also even with the Soviet KGB; and Metropolitan of Vratsa Kalinik
was among the most important “agents of influence” of the state within the Synod.

The most spectacular, however, was the case of the Metropolitan for Western Europe Simeon, who
remained loyal to the “canonical synod” in the 1990s, whose file consisted of 30 volumes. It became
clear that in 1966, he was sent to America with the hope of becoming Bulgarian Richard Zorge. Working
under cover as a priest, he was at the same time the State Security highly secret operative officer and
member of the Bulgarian Communist Party. In America, with the consent of his superiors, he obtained
American citizenship, which enabled him to travel easier in the world, ascending at the same time the
Church hierarchy. After losing the trust of his superiors, he was recalled to Bulgaria in 1978, his pass-
port was revoked, and he disappeared from the public life. Worried about the fate of the citizen of his
country, the US ambassador requested information from the Bulgarian deputy foreign minister, and
unsurprisingly, he received the answer that Church is separated from the state and Simeon’s future is
Church affair. Early in 1979, the State Security officers learned with astonishment that Bishop Simeon
had returned to America. It became clear that the US consul in Sofia succeeded to find him and helped
him leave Bulgaria illegally and return to America. State security was facing its biggest public failure.
Moreover, those events coincided with the killing of the Bulgarian writer Georgi Markov with the so-
called “Bulgarian umbrella”in London, in September 1978. It remained unclear what and how much in-
formation Simeon revealed to the Americans, but finally his superiors in Sofia offered him to become
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a bishop for Western Europe. The deal was struck at the meeting in Uppsala, Sweden, attended by
Metropolitan Pankraty, Metropolitan Simeon and their case officer from the Intelligence department
Hristo Marinchev. His report after the meeting is accompanied with photographs of the three and with
a note that the two metropolitans traveled “in civilian clothes to avoid the attention of the locals”.

The newly opened State Security archives revealed many other important facts and details, in-
cluding information on clerics, who were repressed and monitored by the State Security, among them
also two of the heads of the Church during the communism. The careful reading of the archives proved
that the vast majority of members of the Synod during the communist period were actually monitored
by the State Security, and the number of the State Security collaborators started to increase as late as
the mid-1970s. The opening of the archives proved to be important and revealing step.

All that, however, remained in the shadow of the scandalous revelations from the 2012 Dossier
Commission report. How did the society and the Church reacted to the revelations? After a while, the
public astonishment gave way to conspiracy theories that immediately sought to explain the contra-
diction between the public perception for the “Alternative Synod” as anti-communist force and the
information revealed in the archives. Two of those theories have become particularly popular. First
was that the Commission (meaning the state) has hidden the file of the incumbent Patriarch Maxim.
This theory was based on an isolated information from the archive, in which a State Security officer
claimed that Maxim was also a collaborator. As a result, the Commission made all possible checks on
this claim but never found evidence for it. The second conspiratorial explanation that became pop-
ular was that the whole Schism was initiated by the former State Security with a view to undermine
the authority of the Church. A tempting explanation, which contradicts the facts: the State Security
collaborators were evenly distributed between the Alternative and the Canonical Synod. Therefore,
the most plausible, though less appealing, explanation for the “schism” is that part of the Church’s
leadership, especially the most active State Security collaborators, initiated the schism in an attempt
to whitewash their biographies under the new political regime.

How did the Church respond? Not surprisingly, with silence. Attempts by the Synod minority to
initiate some sort of public apology have failed, since the majority did not accept their proposal. The
silence of the Church leadership on such a sensitive issue alienated it from that part of the public that
over the years insisted on the opening of the archives. When it lost the support of these circles, the
Church leadership started to depend more and more on the support of the public and noisily promot-
ed the newly fashionable “identity politics”.

Conspiracy theories combined with identity politics: this is the perfect environment for the emer-
gence of the populist elites, who are becoming more and more powerful in Central and Eastern Europe
today. The opening of the archives is an important element of the democratization of society and this
process must continue. The new populism is not the result of the opening of the archives. However,
the case of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church is a proof that opening of the archives alone is not enough
to reveal the “truth” and establish justice in the society. It is only one, albeit important part of the
process of democratization, which should be complemented with establishment of the rule of law and
the existence of strong and independent media. When one of these elements is missing, the opening
of the archives can be misused by the people with not so honest democratic intentions.
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How to avoid the Forgetting of the Crimes of
Totalitarian Past: The Case of Estonia

The memory politics about the crimes of totalitarian past is more or less different in every coun-
try. And not only politics, since the memory about the crimes lives on also without the respective pol-
itics and even under the politics of forgetting. For that reason, the state and government actors and
their political will are of extreme importance. When we talk about the measures, we could primarly
speak about the research, support to the victims and legal steps towards the perpetrators.

In the case of Estonia, we could talk about the Nazi and Communist crimes. Since the topics of the
conference are primarily about the Communist past, let us concentrate on this period, years 1940-1991
(In 1941-1944, Estonia was under German occupation, but there were also thousands of political pris-
oners, including the Estonian elite, in the Soviet times as the crimes against them, murders, imprison-
ment and deportation in inhumane conditions continued). We could speak about approximately the
75 000 individuals from Estonia, who were murdered, imprisoned or deported by the Soviet powers
on political grounds. It is quite a large amount of the population, considering that there were only 1.3
million inhabitants altogether in Estonia before 1940.

Historical research of the crimes has become an important public topic in 1988 already. In 1991,
Estonian National Archives replaced the archive of Estonian Communist party and the KGB handled
over some limited amount of their archive to the Estonian government, which was transferred also to
National Archives in 1993-1995. It was already decided then that the Estonian governmant would not
consider the former Soviet state secrets as Estonian secrets and for that reason the KGB and other So-
viet documents were not classified any more and the full access was guaranteed for the researchers.
The KGB materials consisted mostly of the investigation, deportation, special control files, etc. Some
important operational materials of the 1940-1950s made it possible to provide significant research
on the topics of Communist crimes and Stalinist period in general. Although the first researches were
soon published, it soon become clear, that the creation of a special institution for the research of the
period of occupations could have been necessary. So the State commission of Research of the Re-
pressive politics and Estonian International Commission for Investigation of Crimes against Humanity
(IKUES, 1998) were established. Under IKUES, the research body of historians was created. The IKUES
was reorganised in 2008 and 2017 as the Estonian Institute of Historical Memory. Both commissions
were designed for historical research, without any legal obligations. They were designed to support
and provide the historcal research and their researchers had the same conditions of access and pub-
lications as other researchers at universities and elsewhere.

Also the total rehabititation of persons, who were persecuted on political grounds, started by
the rehabilitation law of 1992 (before that, there were only partial rehabilitations). There was also a
restitution of property. After that, the government initiated the law for supporting the survived victims
of crimes and repressions of totalitarian regimes. In 2003, the repressed persons Act was adopted by
Estonian Parliament for that reason. Another aspect of commemorating the victims and crimes is the
erections of memorial sites. It was only in 2018 when the National Memorial for Victims of Communism
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was erected in Tallinn. There are the names of 22.000 victims on the Memorial but it also includes the
Electronic memorial with the more refined data of possibly all victims.

In the beginning of the 1990s, Estonia joined the international conventions, dealing with the
crimes against humatity and other international crimes. In 1994, the additions to the Penal Code about
the Genocide, War Crimes and Crimes against humanity was adopted. Also, the special investigation
unit under the Estonian Security Police Board was established for the legal investigation of such
crimes. Nowadays, there are some 10 individuals convicted for committing the crimes agains human-
ity, mostly the officers, who participated in deportation operations. During the last years, there have
been no such court cases any more, and it is obvious that the investigation of the totalitarian crimes
is transforming into the historical research completely. Research, awareness-raising and educational
measures can be the best guarantee to avoid forgetting the crimes of totalitarian past.
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Historical memory, de-Communization, and
de-Sovetization: the role of current Russian Government
and post-Soviet elites

Main points of presentation

The process of de-Communization and de-Sovetization in the post-Soviet space is especially com-
plicated and ambiguous as it is influenced by a number of factors of political and historic character.
In general, the goal of getting rid of Soviet and Communist past was declared by all former Soviet
republics right after the collapse of the USSR but none of them has managed to complete the process.
This setback is caused by a combination of several major factors:

The role of Russian Federation which remains the main stakeholder and the most influential

geopolitical actor in the region. Russia is officially considered as the only legal successor of the

Soviet Union and the current Putin’s leadership pays a considerable attention to the issues relat-

ed to the Soviet past;

Local post-Soviet political regimes which remain ideological and structurally closely connected to

the Soviet past and Communist history of the region;

One of the most important, although less discussed, factor is the public perception of the Sovi-

et and Communist past and the Soviet Union in general. The public opinion and mindset in the

Central Asian region is distinguished by a strong sense of nostalgia towards the Soviet past and

non-critical perception of the history of political repression of Stalin’s period,;

In this regard, a series of questions arises such as: what is the actual influence of these factors?
Why they are so persistent? And what are the actual prospects for the de-Communization processes
in the post-Soviet Central Asia? In order to answer these questions, let's analyze each of the above
mentioned factors separately.

1. Russian Federation
The current Russian political leadership perceives the issues of de-Communization and de-Soveti-
zation in the post-Soviet republics extremely painfully for the following main reasons:

First of all, the Russian political elite predominantly perceives the criticism towards the Soviet
past as an attempt to undermine the ongoing process of political and economic re-integration
of the post-Soviet republics. The Putin’s Government actively pushes forward various integration
models, obviously considering them as the primary tools in ensuring the leading positions of
Russia in the post-Soviet space. Thus, Russia extremely politicizes the historical memory issues;
within this political framework, the condemnation of Stalinism is often regarded as a rejection of
the current integration process;

Second, there is a phenomenon of idealization of the common historical past (especially the Sovi-
et period), which is officially regarded as a glorious period, the source of common sense of proud
and the case of emulation. The current official ideology in Russia deemphasizes the role and
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scale of Stalin’s repressions and even justifies them by the ‘necessity of strengthening the State

and enhancing the industrialization processes’. The idealization of the common historic past as

well as the nostalgia toward the Soviet period widely shared by Central Asian population - are the
important components of the Russian “Soft power’ in the region. The Soviet past is a significant
aspect of geopolitical ambitions of the Russian leadership throughout the Eurasian region.

In this regard, the Russian leadership considers the majority of initiatives of purely cultural,
non-political character in the field with a bit of suspicion and disbelief. For instance, the Russian
Government perceives the process of changing local alphabets from Cyrillic script to the Latin-based
style favored in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan extremely negatively; there was also the same negative
attitude demonstrated regarding the changing the form of last names in Tajikistan (when the local
Government adopted a ban on giving newborn babies last names with Russian-style endings, etc.).
The Russian government and official media pay a special attention to the local history textbooks and
academic writings, often publicly condemning any attempts to criticize many sensitive aspects of the
Soviet history - for instance, the role of central KGB in promoting public disturbances during pere-
stroika.

Third, the geopolitical reality in the region is that the Russian Federation and its “Soft-Power” is

forced to rely on the most conservative and Communist parties in the region, the overwhelming

majority of which shares an extremely negative and critical attitude towards the de-Communi-
zation and de-Sovetization processes. This an additional and extremely important phenomenon
that considerably influences the entire aspects of the Russian foreign policy in the region.

In contrary, local (Central Asian) nationalist parties, national intelligentsia and secular opposi-

tion traditionally share an extremely critical attitude towards the Soviet past and Stalin’s period.

Since the Perestroika, many of local national rival movements and liberal political parties declare

de-Sovetization a key element of their ideology and an important aspect of their long-term strat-

egy.

Correspondingly, the Russia Federation and ruling Central Asian elites often act as allies with
regard to local nationalist intelligentsia, political opposition and its plans to revise the Soviet and
Communist legacy

2. Political elites of Central Asia

It should be mentioned that the ruling regimes of Central Asia pursue a rather ambivalent policy
regarding the de-Communization and de-Sovietization processes in the region. Thus, on one hand, the
ruling elites — especially right after the collapse of the USSR - supported the de-Communization as a
part of their national ideology (referred as ‘National Idea’ or ‘National Purpose’) and nation-building
strategy. The Central Asian Government attempted to fill the ideological vacuum that appeared after
the collapse of the Communist ideology by a new set of ideologies relying mainly on the pre-Soviet
historical past and legacies. For this purpose, in the 1990s, the local post-Soviet elites initiated a
large-scale revision of history including the Soviet period. The most persistent policy in this direc-
tion was pursued by Islam Karimov, the Uzbek President. Under his rule, Uzbekistan has undertaken
a large-scale and profound revision of the nation’s history - including the Soviet past. Thus, an im-
portant part of the Uzbek post-Soviet national ideology is a condemnation of Stalin’s repressions,
officially described as a Moscow’s purposeful strategy aimed at destroying national intelligentsia and
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‘freedom-loving national cadres’. Islam Karimov used such a negative description of the Soviet past
as an instrument to strengthen his own rule, justify the right of Uzbek nation for independence and
build a link between the current statehood and pre-Soviet past.

However, on the other hand, the Central Asian ruling regimes finally decided to considerably
limit the process of de-Communization and de-Sovietization. For this purpose, the majority of them
(including also Islam Karimov by the end of his rule) have constrained the process of history revision
and exploration of the political repressions under the Soviet and Stalin’s rule. Therefore, today the
issue of Stalin’s repressions is completely silenced (like in Tajikistan) or explained in the rather vague
and uncertain terms.

This current ambiguity of local Governments’ approach can be explained in the following way:

First, all ruling regimes of Central Asia still maintain close ideological links with the Communist
ideology - many of local top-level leaders grew up and received educated under the Soviet Commu-
nist Party and Marxist ideology. Their worldview, perception of Soviet history, economy and politics
are still heavily built on this steady ideological background. Besides, as the current regimes are using
the same methodology of maintaining power as Stalin, they wouldn’t like to have this linkage being
noticed by the local public and society.

Second, today the local political regimes have to take into account the position of Putin’s Gov-
ernment regarding the condemnation of the Soviet past and de-Communization process. For instance,
the Kazakh Government has to take into account the Russian leadership’ position with regard to the
phenomenon of a large-scale famine occurred in Soviet Kazakhstan in the1930’s.

Third, there is a number of internal political factors in each country - for instance, in Tajikistan,
the Government confronted the local oppositional parties many of which actively promoted the issues
of de-Commination and de-Sovietization.

3. Civil Society: Public Perception and Mindset

Due to these ambivalent policies of both the Russian leadership and local ruling regimes, the
level of de-Sovietization of public mindset still remains at a rather low level. Moreover, there is even
an opposite process in place -the rise of Stalin’s popularity, the growing sense of the Soviet nostalgia,
the increasing proportion of population that justifies the political repressions of 1930, etc.

For instance, in 2009, more than 35% of the Russian respondents positively assessed Stalin’s per-
sonality; in 2008, according to ‘Levada Center’, 70% of the Russian citizens approved Stalin and only
14% of them regarded him with a bit of outrage.

In Central Asia, the similar processes are undergoing. In Kazakhstan, 35% of respondents share
a positive attitude towards Stalin; 39% - negative, 19% - regard him neutrally and 6% failed to give a
definite answer. In Kyrgyzstan, 61 % of respondents positively assessed the personality of Stalin; 1%
of them share a negative attitude and 19% regard him neutrally. In Tajikistan, the positive attitude
is shared by 57% of respondents; 14% - negative and 19% regard him neutrally. In Uzbekistan, the
proportions are as follows: 53% share a positive attitude, 12 - negative and 18% regard him neutrally.

Concluding remarks - different perceptions of historical memory
Today, each county of the post-Soviet region shares a rather different perception of the key events
of the Soviet past. In order to see that difference and define the roles played by various actors in the
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process, the author analyzed the perception of four main events of the Soviet-time history publicly

discussed in the region:

resistance - Basmachi movement;
Famine in Kazakhstan in the 1930s;

Repressions of 1937-39 under Stalin’s rule;

ment of the so-called ‘repressed peoples and groups of population’.

Repressions of the 1920-1930s — establishment of the Soviet power, collectivization, and period of

Forcible resettlement of population during Stalin’s rule such as the forced relocation of the Tajik
highlanders from mountains to the valleys for cotton cultivation in the 1950s and the displace-

Each of the events have remained at the core of public attention for several decades. At the same

time, they are differently perceived by the main actors in Russia, local Governments and civil society.

The differences are provided in the Table 1 below; there is an obvious discrepancy in perceptions that

are worth to become the subject of further deeper studies and analyses in the future.

Memory studies is a field of the humanities which has become very relevant recently. The sub-
ject is especially important in the post-Soviet space, where the processes of de-colonization and
de-Sovietization have not yet been completed, and moreover, a clear retreat is obvious. The ideas of
nostalgia, the supremacy of autocracy and its past leaders - Stalin, Ivan the Terrible, Dzerzhinsky and
others, once again hover over the society that did not recognize the tragedy of being imprisoned be-
hind an iron curtain. When, as it turned out during the period of openness, internal losses sometimes
exceeded external ones, in a “righteous struggle” with something or with someone. And this was not
only an enemy understandable as during the War, but also a constant internal one, which was fought
with no less mercilessly, that we can see by the dense network of internal Gulag concentration camps.

History repeats itself. Today, this “war with witches” in the countries of the former USSR is return-
ing, the discourse nowadays speaking of “foreign agents”, putatively guilty of various “violations”. “The
one who remembers” is dangerous, he or she remembers and knows what is actually meant by such
terms as freedom, dignity and personality.

The conference in Thilisi made it possible for people and organizations studying memory to gath-
er. Today, it is no longer just a science. Engaging in memory is not easy, often it is a dangerous task.
Perhaps because this type of activity - remembering, talking, restoring those events, just remember-
ing through diaries, streets, biographies and fates - is activism. Civil activism. We have the right to
remember. We want to know and remember. We want to pass on this memory to our children.

Therefore, it is important for us to know the experience of our neighbors, all those who were able
to open this memory and save it. In Thilisi, we eagerly visited the Museum of Occupation, where the
Georgians created their retrospective of the independence of both the state and the people. Through
adversity, betrayal, loss and murder, as well as through the memory of dissidents, of those who car-
ried this spirit of freedom. We visited the Archive, the open temple of memory, so inaccessible to us
- most of the countries of Central Asia, the Caucasus, Russia, etc.

Perhaps today Thilisi is one of the few places on the territory of the once huge Soviet Union,
where you can exchange views, listen to different practices, opportunities and threats. How the Rus-
sian “Memorial” is experiencing it today - a light of citizenship and civic memory in Russia.

In Central Asia, a window to the past is now opening up a little through memory, oral histories,
discussions and research. These movements often meet powerful resistance. Yesterday's monopoly,
recalling its past greatness and past, including its territorial heritage, trying to return. Phantomly
multiplying propaganda in the spirit of nostalgia. Resisting what is no longer possible to hide back.
Shalamov and Solzhenitsyn, as well as voices in other already independent states, talking about what
happened, can not be silenced.

We called our project in Kyrgyzstan “Esimde” (I remember). This is a discussion platform for study-
ing and understanding the events, facts, processes and “blank pages” that remain in the history and
memory of the people.
