9. Records and Accounting

The recipient must maintain financial records, supporting documents, statistical records and all other
records to support the performance of, and charges to, this award. Accounting records and supporting
documentation must, at a minimum, be adequate to show all costs incurred under this award; receipt
and use of goods and services acquired under this award; the costs of the programme supplied from other

sources; and the overall progress of the programme.
10. Title to Property and Recognition

Title to all property financed under this Subaward shall vest with the Subrecipient. The Subrecipient shall
adequately recognise the support of IWPR by the placement of its logo and the following disclaimer text
on the content produced within this sub-award: “The [article, film, etc.] was prepared as part of the
grant funded by the Institute of War and Peace Reporting (IWPR) within the Project “Amplify, Verify,
Engage: Information for Democratisation and Good Governance in Eurasia.”

11. Prohibited Conduct - Corruption and Bribery

IWPR expects all of its employees and Subrecipients to adhere to the highest standards of accountability,
which requires honest and ethical conduct. IWPR prohibits and takes a zero-tolerance stance toward all
forms of corruption, which include fraud, theft, embezzlement, unapproved conflicts of interest, false

claims, and bribery.

In addition to its prohibition of all forms of corruption, IWPR prohibits and takes a zero tolerance stance
towards its employees or Subrecipients: (1) accepting or requesting any form of Bribe from any person or
organisation; (2) giving, offering, promising, authorising or assisting any form of Bribe to any
representative of any organisation, including any government employee or candidate for public office,
unless such Bribe is (1) a facilitating or expediting payment the purpose of which is to expedite or to
secure the performance of a routine and lawful action AND (2) such payment is made under duress, in
circumstances where a reasonable person would believe that they have no alternative other than to
provide the payment in order to protect life, limb or liberty. Bribe means (1) anything of any value (2)
provided to a person or anyone associated with that person (3) with the purpose of inducing the person
to do or omit to do (4) any act in violation of his or her lawful duty, to obtain any improper advantage, or
to induce a person who is in a position of trust or loyalty to an organisation to use his or her influence to
improperly affect or influence any act or decision of that organisation. Payments required or permitted

by law are not Bribes.

Subrecipient agrees to abide by the prohibition on corruption and bribery, and IWPR expects the
Subrecipient to ensure that its employees, representatives, vendors, contractors and Subrecipients (if
any) also adhere to this prohibition. Subrecipient agrees to immediately report to IWPR any credible
evidence of corruption and/or Bribes that: (1) involve funds or resources provided to Subrecipient under
this Subaward or are in any other way related to this Subaward; or (2) that involve IWPR’s Employees.
IWPR is authorised to report such evidence to law enforcement and/or to IWPR’s donors. Subrecipient
understands and agrees that a violation of the prohibition on corruption and bribery may, in addition to
any other remedies available under this agreement or at law, result in immediate termination of this
Subaward by IWPR and may also result in Subrecipient being determined ineligible to work with IWPR in

the future,



12, Termination of Program

IWPR may terminate this Subaward, in whole or in part, if IWPR has a good faith belief that termination
is in the best interest of the program and provides Subrecipient with 14 (fourteen) days prior written

notice.
13. Disputes

Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or in relation to this Subaward, or the breach, termination

or invalidity thereof, shall be settled amicably by negotiation between IWPR and Subrecipient.

This Subaward will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.
IWPR and Subrecipient may agree to mutually designate an arbitrator to settle disputes where the laws
of England and Wales may not apply. In the event of arbitration, it will be carried out in accordance with

the IWPR arbitration rules. The arbitral award will be final and binding.
14, Certifications, Assurances and Reporting of Executive Compensation
14.1 Preventing Terrorist Financing - Implementation of E.O. 13224 (June 2012)

The Subrecipient is reminded that IWPR prohibits transactions with and the provision of resources and
support to individuals and organisations associated with terrorism. The Subrecipient must not engage in
transactions with or provide resources or support to individuals and organisations associated with
terrorism.

IWPR has the right to terminate this Subaward, without penalty, if Subrecipient or its employees, or any

Subrecipient or its employees, engage in any of the following conduct:

(i) Trafficking in persons (as defined in the Protocol to Prevent, Suppress, and Punish Trafficking in

Persons, especially Women and Children, supplementing the UN Convention against Transnational



Organized Crime) during the period of this Subaward;

(ii) Procure a commercial sex act during the period of time that this Subaward is in effect, or;

(iii) Use forced labour in the performance of the Subaward.
